DRAFT PRELIMINARY VIEWS ON WRC-23


Agenda Item 1.18:  to consider studies relating to spectrum needs and potential new allocations to the mobile-satellite service for future development of narrowband mobile-satellite systems, in accordance with Resolution 248 (WRC-19)

BACKGROUND: This agenda item is to consider studies relating to spectrum needs and potential new allocations to the mobile-satellite service (MSS) for the applications of low-data rate systems for the collection of data from, and management of, terrestrial devices in the mobile-satellite service.  Based on the results of sharing and compatibility studies, agenda item 1.18 will consider the suitability of new allocations to the MSS in the frequency bands 1695 - 1710 MHz in Region 2, 2010 - 2025 MHz in Region 1, 3300 - 3315 MHz, 3385 - 3400 MHz in Region 2. In Resolution 248 (WRC-19), the ITU-R is invited to:

· conduct studies on spectrum and operational requirements, including system characteristics of low-data rate systems in the MSS;

· conduct sharing and compatibility studies with existing primary services (co-frequency and in adjacent bands) to determine the suitability of new allocations to the MSS; and

· based on the results of sharing and compatibility studies, consider possible new primary or secondary allocations to the MSS, while ensuring protection of existing primary services. 

There is growing usage for mobile satellite services globally, and a number of systems have been proposed and are being launched to meet the needs for MSS including a number of applications.  

[As a policy matter, the United States does not support spectrum allocations to be made to a specific system or limited to a specific use case.]
 
[bookmark: _Hlk52258290]For the proposed Region 2 allocations, in the United States the 1695-1710 MHz band is used for terrestrial IMT operation; the 3300-3315 MHz band is used for radiolocation and the 3385-3400 MHz band is used for radiolocation, and is currently under study for advanced wireless services[footnoteRef:1].  [Radiolocation systems in these bands are used for multi-functions including surface and air search.].  For the proposed Region 1 allocation, the 2010-2025 MHz band is used for fixed and terrestrial IMT operation. U.S. VIEW:  The United States supports the sharing and compatibility studies for the provision of additional MSS spectrum in the frequency bands, or portions thereof, 1 695 - 1 710 MHz in Region 2, 2 010 - 2 025 MHz in Region 1, 3 300 - 3 315 MHz, 3 385 - 3 400 MHz in Region 2, taking into account the need to provide protection and to not impose undue constraints on primary incumbent services in these frequency ranges and adjacent frequency bands. 
Option 1:  [The United States intends to examine whether the limits in Resolution 248 (WRC-19) recognizing c) and/or alternatively those derived from sharing and compatibility studies protect primary incumbent services, and also whether limits resulting from these studies provide for additional MSS system characteristics in these frequency bands.]
or
Option 2: [The United States supports appropriate regulatory actions based on the results of these studies, in accordance with Resolution 248 (WRC-19), including the examination of whether the potential technical limits derived from sharing and compatibility studies may provide different limitations on the potential MSS use.]  
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
