Meeting Summary: 
1. Introductions/Opening remarks: The Chair welcomed all participants to this meeting of WAC-23 IWG-3. Participants on the call were invited to email their participation to the chair and vice chair. The designated federal official, Mr. Dante Ibarra, was confirmed. Alex Epshteyn volunteered to take the meeting minutes.
2. Approval of the Agenda: The Chair offered the draft Agenda, Document IWG-3/001r1, to the meeting. The draft Agenda was agreed without change.
3. Mr. Ibarra provided an overview of the conduct of IWG-3 meetings relating to the roles of participants and observers. The IWG-3 Terms of Reference, Document IWG-3/002, was introduced and there were no comments received by the membership. The Guidelines for Draft Preliminary Views, Document IWG-3/003, was presented and there were no comments received by the membership. The Guidelines for Draft Proposals, Document IWG-3/004, was presented and there were no comments received by the membership. 

Mr. Ibarra also informed participants that the 2020 version of the Radio Regulations is now available and encouraged the participants to download this version (both PDF and DOCX versions are freely available on the ITU website).
4. Discussions towards Development of IWG-3 Preliminary Views:
a. 1.12: No discussions were held on this item.
b. 1.13: Document IWG-3/005 (p15) was introduced by Mr. Brian Patten from NTIA and indicated that this was a priority Agenda Item for the Federal agencies.  Ms. Jayne Stancavage indicated interest in this item but did not yet have an opportunity to review. There were no further comments. 

To help advance the work on this item before the next IWG-3 meeting, the Chair invited all interested members to contact Ms. Stancavage (jayne.stancavage@intel.com), with copy to the Chair, to join the off-line discussions.
c. 1.14: Document IWG-3/005 (p16) was introduced by Mr. Patten and indicated that this was a priority Agenda Item for the Federal agencies.  Ms. Stancavage indicated interest in this item but did not yet have an opportunity to review. A question was asked by the Chair on the difference between the NTIA Preliminary View format and the FCC provided template.  NTIA indicated that they had followed the guidance from CITEL and will discuss off-line with the FCC on merging the two formats.

d. 1.15: Ms. Giselle Creeser stated interest in this item and offered to prepare a first draft of the PV and would organize off-line discussions to review and advance the draft before the next meeting of IWG-3. The Chair invited all interested members to contact Ms. Creeser (giselle.creeser@intelsat.com) to join the off-line discussions. 
e. 1.16: Document IWG-3/006 was introduced by Mr. Ryan Henry. Ms. Stancavage indicated that Intel will provide edits to this document offline on the background sections and stated they have concerns with the U.S. View section of the document.  Ms. Jennifer Manner also indicated interest in this document and would provide comments to the authors.

f. 1.17: Document IWG-3/005 (pp17-18) was introduced by Mr. Patten and Document IWG-3/007, which is a revision to IWG-3/005, was introduced by Mr. Henry. Ms. Stancavage indicated specific edits would be forthcoming and expressed concern with the change from “inter-satellite links” to “satellite-to-satellite links”.  Ms. Kim Baum indicated interest in this item and stated edits would be provided to the authors. 

To help advance the work on this item before the next IWG-3 meeting, the Chair invited all interested members to contact himself (zachary.rosenbaum@ses.com) to join the off-line discussions.
g. 1.18: Mr. Manner stated interest in this item and offered to prepare a first draft of the PV and would organize off-line discussions to review and advance the draft before the next meeting of IWG-3. The Chair invited all interested members to contact Ms. Manner (Jennifer.Manner@echostar.com) to join the off-line discussions.
h. 1.19: Document IWG-3/008 was introduced by Mr. Henry and noted that EchoStar supported the development of this text. Ms. Stancavage stated concerns that the U.S. View supported a regulatory proposal when the expectation was that the U.S. would first support studies before supporting a regulatory proposal. She further indicated that edits would be provided to the authors.  Ms. Baum also indicated that editorial suggestions would be provided to the authors.  Mr. Ibarra stated that preliminary views should not reference WRC-19 IAP’s that were produced in the previous cycle as this could create confusion with present work.
