Meeting Summary:

1. Opening Remarks and Introductions
Dante Ibarra (FCC) provided opening remarks; he thanked everyone for participating and underscored the importance of our work at the IWG level. Mr. Ibarra also requested that participants introduce themselves and their affiliation and that only one member (primary or alternate) should be providing their company views on an issue. Chair Jayne Stancavage (Intel) added her welcome to the group as did Vice-Chair Jennifer Oberhausen (CTIA).  

2. Approval of Agenda
The agenda in Document IWG-2/001(09.09.20) was approved. During the course of the meeting, it was noted that the frequency range for Agenda Item 1.3 was incorrect and the date for the next WAC meeting had the incorrect year; these items were corrected in IWG-2/001r1. 
In the absence of a volunteer to take the minutes, Ms. Stancavage offered to take the minutes. 
All attendees were asked to email the Chair and Vice-Chair regarding their attendance.

3. Overview of WAC/IWG Operations
The Chair reviewed the IWG-2 terms of reference in Document IWG-2/002 (09.09.20), the Guidelines for Draft Preliminary Views in Document IWG-2/003 (09.09.20) and the Guidelines for Draft Proposals in Document IWG-2/004 (09.09.20).  She reiterated the points raised by Mr. Ibarra regarding participation and announcing affiliations as well as that future meetings will be held via WebEx and/or teleconference.
