Meeting Summary: 

1. Approval of Agenda: 

IWG-2 Chair Jayne Stancavage introduced the agenda in Document IWG-2/016 (20.09.16). The agenda was approved by unanimous consent.  


2. FCC Reps, Opening Remarks and Introductions: 

Michael Mullinix, Designated Federal Official (DFO) for the WAC, confirmed his presence on the call.

The Chair did a roll call of members. She also requested that members of the press identify themselves and that observers participating in the call send her and Vice-chair Tricia Paoletta a message in response to the meeting document email.


3. Approval of minutes from previous IWG-2 meeting: 

The minutes of the last meeting as contained in Document IWG-2/012 (14.09.16) were approved by unanimous consent with a revision regarding the list of attendees: Jonathan Siverling from ARRL was added.

4. Discussion of Draft IWG-2 Preliminary Views and Proposals:

a. WRC-19 Agenda Item 1.14; HAPS (Res. 160)- Document IWG-2/011r1 (20.09.16):  Christopher Bjornson introduced the document highlighting the edits that were made based upon suggestions on the last call as well as offline discussions. There was a discussion regarding the language on HAPS fixed terminal links in the second paragraph in the background section as well as clarification that the 38-39.5 GHz frequency band was considered during WRC-15. Damon Ladson requested one additional day to review.  The meeting conditionally approved the document with the following revision: deletion of the words “gateway and fixed terminal” and addition of “the”.  The document as revised above was approved for submission to the WAC pending confirmation from Mr. Ladson.

b. WRC-19 Agenda Item 1.15; 275-450 GHz (Res.767)- Document IWG-2/010r1 (20.09.16): Michael Marcus introduced the document.  There was a discussion on the type of text that might be appropriate for a preliminary view.  The Chair requested that interested parties contact Mike Marcus (Marcus@Marcus-Spectrum.com) to participate in an offline discussion on this document. 

c. WRC-19 Agenda Item 9.1/Issue 9.1.2; IMT/BSS 1452-1492 MHz in R1 and R3- Document IWG-2/008r1 (20.09.16): Reza Arefi introduced the document, including changes to the US view provided during offline deliberations on the document and noting a typo on the word “services”. Following a discussion on the use of the word “procedures” in the US View, the meeting agreed to the phrase “nor subject Region 2 to any changed procedural or regulatory provisions” at the end of the US View section of the document. The document as revised above was approved for submission to the WAC. 

d. WRC-19 Agenda Item 1.12; ITS (Res. 237)- Document IWG-2/014 (20.09.16): Reza Arefi introduced the document. There were discussions on the use of the word “identifying” instead of “dedicating”, which bands are within the scope of Resolution 237, and whether this proposed US View was limited to Article 5 of the Radio Regulations or other possible changes to the Radio Regulations. As a result of the discussion, the existing text regarding “without dedicating spectrum for ITS applications in the Radio Regulations” was replaced with “No further regulatory action is required under this agenda item” and the last sentence of the background was removed.  The chair advised the group that we will not be approving this document today in order to give members more time to review.

e. WRC-19 Agenda Item 1.13; IMT (Res. 238)- Document IWG-2/013 (20.09.16):  Reza Arefi introduced the document. There was a discussion regarding whether the frequency bands under study and the names of countries with research efforts on IMT-2020 should be listed, as well as a request to add text re: sharing studies and Res. 238. Parties interested in participating in offline discussions regarding this document are requested to contact Reza Arefi (Reza.Arefi@Intel.com)
f.   WRC-19 Agenda Item 9.1/ Issue 9.1.5; 5 GHz radars/RLANs- Document IWG-2/015 (20.09.16) Reza Arefi introduced the document, noting a typo on “5.447F”. There was a discussion regarding which actions could occur on this issue given its status as an issue under Agenda Item 9.1. Mr. Arefi and Ms. Sanders agreed to offline discussion regarding this topic.
