Dante Ibarra, DFO for WAC-23, Louis Bell and Allen Yang confirmed their presence on the call.  


Meeting Summary:

1. Opening Remarks & Confirmation of FCC attendance
Jayne Stancavage (Intel Corporation) opened the meeting and welcomed all participants to the meeting as IWG-2 chair.  Dante Ibarra (FCC) confirmed his attendance as the FCC DFO for the WAC.

2. Approval of Agenda & Minutes
The agenda in document IWG-2/007r1(09.23.20) was approved. After the meeting, it was noted that there was a typo referring to the first meeting of IWG-2 rather than the second meeting; an updated version was provided to the FCC for the website after the call.
In the absence of a volunteer to take the minutes, Ms. Stancavage offered to take the minutes. 
All attendees were asked to email the Chair and Vice-Chair regarding their attendance.
The minutes from the previous meeting of IWG-2 in document IWG-2/006r1(09.23.20) were approved. 

3.   Initial Discussions towards Development of IWG-2 Preliminary Views and Proposals 
	a.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.1: 4.8-4.99 GHz measures/PFD (Res. 235)
Scott Kotler (Lockheed Martin) introduced IWG-2/008 (09.23.20) and noted that the offline discussions had resulted in consensus.  Mr. Ibarra asked for clarification regarding the intent of the terminology on “maritime mobile service”.  A brief discussion was held.  Mr. Kotler agreed to lead additional discussions to clarify the terminology within the previous offline group.  The Chair requested that any revisions be made available for consideration at the next IWG-2 meeting.  Any additional interested members should contact Mr. Kotler to participate. 

	b.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.2: IMT various bands (Res. 249) 
	1)Jennifer Oberhausen (CTIA) introduced documents IWG-2/009r1 (09.23.20) regarding 3300-3400 MHz and  IWG-2/010 (09.23.20) regarding 3600-3800 MHz. She noted that the offline discussions had not reached consensus and needed additional time for continued discussions on edits already reached and additional edits expected soon. Ms. Oberhausen agreed to continue to lead offline discussions and provide revised documents for consideration at the next IWG-2 meeting. Any additional interested members should contact Ms. Oberhausen to participate. 
	2) Tricia Paoletta (Facebook) introduced documents IWG-2/011 (09.23.20) regarding 6425-7025 MHz/7025-7125 MHz. There was a brief discussion requesting edits to the current content as well as timeline to ensure that IWG-2 would be able to provide documents for consideration at the upcoming WAC meeting.  Ms. Paoletta agreed to continue to lead offline discussions and provide a revised document for consideration at the next IWG-2 meeting. Any additional interested members should contact Ms. Paoletta to participate. 
	3) Dan Mansergh (Apple) introduced IWG-2/012 (09.23.20) regarding 10-10.5 GHz. Mr. Mansergh noted that although the offline group had reached consensus, there was text in the background section that was similar to other documents.  Mr. Mansergh suggested that we consider approval of IWG-2/012 at the next meeting of IWG-2 in case consequential edits to the background section were needed.  The meeting will consider any updates, as appropriate, at the next IWG-2 meeting.
The DFO and the Chair both encouraged the participants in the offline discussions to try to reach consensus. The Chair also requested that the leaders of the offline discussions try to arrange for ongoing discussions to re-continue as soon as possible .

	c.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.3:  Mobile 3.6-3.8 GHz in R1 (Res. 246) 
Jayne Stancavage introduced document IWG-2/013 (09.23.20), which is revision based upon the NTIA draft PV in IWG-2/005. There was a brief discussion around “global harmonization”. Ms. Stancavage will lead offline discussions and provide a revised document for consideration at the next IWG-2 meeting. Any additional interested members should contact Ms. Stancavage to participate. 

	d.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.4: HIBS various bands below 2.7 GHz (Res. 247)
Pascale Dumit (T-Mobile) introduced IWG-2/014 (09.23.20) and noted that the offline discussions reached consensus.  The meeting approved the document for submission to the WAC for consideration.  Ms. Dumit noted that several editorial corrections were needed included formatting, capitalization, and indentation.  These editorial revisions were agreed by the meeting and document will be revised editorially for submission to the WAC.

	e.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.5: 470-960 MHz in R1 (Res. 235)
Pascale Dumit (T-Mobile) introduced IWG-2/015 (09.23.20) and noted that the offline discussions reached consensus.  There was a brief discussion around “global harmonization and economies of scale”.  Ms. Dumit agreed to continue to lead offline discussions and provide a revised document for consideration at the next IWG-2 meeting. Any additional interested members should contact Ms. Dumit to participate.

	f.   WRC-23 Agenda Item 9.1, Topic B: Amat./Amat. Sat in 1240-1300 MHz (Res. 774) 
Don Jansky (Jansky-Barmat Telecommunications) introduced IWG-2/016 (09.23.20). There was a brief discussion regarding Agenda Item 9.1 topics and the language describing RNSS receivers.  Mr. Jansky agreed to lead additional discussions to clarify the terminology within the previous offline group.  The Chair requested that any revisions be made available for consideration at the next IWG-2 meeting.  Any additional interested members should contact Mr. Jansky to participate. 

	g.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 9.1, Topic C: IMT in FS bands (Res 175),
	     WRC-23 Agenda Item 9.2 Terrestrial: Application of RR, and
	     WRC-23 Agenda Item 10: Future WRC Agenda Items
