Meeting Summary: 
1. [bookmark: _Hlk52786216]Approval of the Agenda: The Chair sought any comments on the draft Agenda, Document IWG-3/012r1. The draft Agenda was approved without change.
2. FCC Reps, Opening Remarks and Introductions of participants.  The Chair welcomed all participants to this meeting of WAC-23 IWG-3. Participants on the call were invited to email their participation to the chair and vice chair. In addition, participants were announced on the call by a roll call of attendees at the previous meeting, with those that did not attend the first meeting announcing themselves separately. The presence of the designated federal official, Dante Ibarra, was confirmed. Kimberly Baum volunteered to take the meeting minutes.
3. Preliminary business.  The Chair sought any comments on the draft minutes from the previous meeting, Document IWG-3/011. The draft meeting minutes were approved without change.  No other meetings of interest to IWG-3 – CGs / WPs were noted.  The Chair reminded the group of the desired document naming convention -- “IWG-3_XXX_useful description (YY.MM.DD)” and requested identification of the revision number (e.g., r1) after number code and before useful description.  In addition, the Chair reminded the group of key documents -- IWG-3 Terms of Reference, Guidelines for Draft Preliminary Views, and Guidelines for Draft Proposals (Documents IWG-3/002, 003, 004).

4. Initial Discussions towards Development of IWG-3 Preliminary Views:
a. 1.12: No discussions were held on this item.
b. 1.13: Document IWG-3/013 was introduced by Jayne Stancavage who had prepared modifications to the NTIA preliminary view. The Chair requested to add “(rev WRC-19)” after the Resolution number. The document was approved with this editorial change.  The document will be submitted to the WAC indicating that it contains proposed changes to NTIA version, and the redlines will be maintained.
c. 1.14: Document IWG-3/014 was introduced by Jayne Stancavage who had prepared modifications to the NTIA preliminary view.  The document was approved with no changes.  The document will be submitted to the WAC indicating that it contains proposed changes to the NTIA version, and the redlines will be maintained. 
d. 1.15: Document IWG-3/010 was introduced by Giselle Creeser. On the 3rd line of the view section, Steve Baruch asked to add the word “frequency” before band.  The document was approved with Steve’s change. 
e. 1.16: Document IWG-3/006r1 was introduced by Ryan Henry. A number of changes were proposed on the floor by Daudeline Meme, Ryan Henry and Veena Rawat.  The group agreed to add reference to the ECC bands and confirmed that land ESIMs were included in the FCC & European decisions.  With these changes, the document was approved to go to the WAC.
f. 1.17: Document IWG-3/007r1, which is a revision to IWG-3/005, was introduced by the Chair. Veena Rawat, Pascale Dumit, Steve Baruch, Jayne Stancavage and Jennifer Manner offered proposed changes and counter-changes to the document.  After some discussion, the document was tabled.
g. 1.18: Document IWG-3/009r1 was introduced by Jennifer Manner.  The document contains square brackets in the background and view section. Jennifer recommended tabling the document to provide further time for discussions.  Pascale Dumit agreed with this approach. Some discussion ensued regarding the text in square brackets in the background section; it was agreed to draft some text offline on the US policy of technology neutrality.
h. 1.19: Document IWG-3/008r1 was introduced by Ryan Henry.  Ryan Henry provided a number of editorial changes he had received offline for clarity.  In addition, a number of changes were proposed by Jayne Stancavage, Veena Rawat, Pascale Dumit and Navid Motamed, with a goal to focusing US support on studies vs a new allocation.  With responsive proposals from Kim Baum and Ryan Henry as well, a final version of the document was agreed for submission to the WAC.
