Meeting Summary:

1. Opening Remarks & Confirmation of FCC attendance
Jayne Stancavage (Intel Corporation) opened the meeting and welcomed all participants to the meeting as IWG-2 chair.  Dante Ibarra (FCC) confirmed his attendance as the FCC DFO for the WAC.

2. Approval of Agenda & Minutes
The agenda in document IWG-2/018 (10.07.20) was approved. Zach Rosenbaum (SES) volunteered to take the minutes. The Chair confirmed meeting attendance and requested that all attendees email the Chair and Vice-Chair regarding their attendance. The minutes from the previous meeting of IWG-2 in document IWG-2/017 (10.07.20) were approved. 

3.   Initial Discussions towards Development of IWG-2 Preliminary Views and Proposals 
	a.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.1: 4.8-4.99 GHz measures/PFD (Res. 235)
Scott Kotler (Lockheed Martin) introduced IWG-2/008r1 (09.23.20) and reported that the additional offline discussions had resulted in consensus noting the proposed amendments were shown in tracked changes. The Chair sought questions or comments on the document and received none. The Chair then sought the approval of the membership to submit this document to the WAC and the membership agreed. 

	b.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.2: IMT various bands (Res. 249) 
	1) Jennifer Oberhausen (CTIA) introduced documents IWG-2/009r2 (10.07.20) regarding 3300-3400 MHz and IWG-2/010r1 (09.23.20) regarding 3600-3800 MHz. Ms. Oberhausen noted that the offline discussions had reached consensus for these two documents. The Chair sought questions or comments on the first document, IWG-2/009r2 (10.07.20), and received none. The Chair then sought the approval of the membership to submit this document to the WAC and the membership agreed.

[bookmark: _Hlk62918124]	2) Regarding IWG-2/010r1, Alex Royblatt (Wi-Fi Alliance) proposed that the U.S. View move or copy the specific frequency bands from the end of the view to beginning and next to the “study” language citing similar construction in the 10.0-10.5 GHz preliminary view. Giselle Creeser (Intelsat) noted that the view may not need to restate the frequency bands and proposed an amendment accordingly. Mr. Ibarra stated that the text was not clear regarding in-band or adjacent band studies and what the U.S. view exactly supported. Tricia Paoletta (Facebook) proposed an amendment “with respect to” to replace “in” to make the language for studies more inclusive. After some discussion, this construction was agreed. The Chair sought the approval of the membership to submit this document, as amended, to the WAC and the membership agreed.

Mr. Kotler proposed that similar construction for in-band and adjacent band studies in the U.S. view be included in the IWG-2/009r2 (10.07.20) document that was just approved. After some discussion between Ms. Stancavage, Mr. Ibarra and Mr. Kotler, it was agreed to not reopen the previously approved document. 

	3) Ms. Paoletta (Facebook) introduced documents IWG-2/011r1 (10.07.20) regarding 6425-7025 MHz/7025-7125 MHz highlighting the changes made since the previous version. The Chair sought questions or comments on the document and received none. The Chair then sought the approval of the membership to submit this document to the WAC and the membership agreed.

	4) Dan Mansergh (Apple) introduced IWG-2/012r1 (10.07.20) regarding 10.0-10.5 GHz making note of the revisions from the previous version. The Chair sought questions or comments on the document and received none. The Chair then sought the approval of the membership to submit this document to the WAC and the membership agreed.

	c.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.3:  Mobile 3.6-3.8 GHz in R1 (Res. 246) 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ms. Stancavage introduced document IWG-2/013r1 (10.07.20), which is revision based upon the NTIA draft PV in IWG-2/005. There were challenges with editing features within Word which affected the changes; Ms. Stancavage clarified that the bold text was new text. The Chair sought questions or comments on the document and received none. Mr. Rosenbaum sought clarification of whether the Resolution 246 (WRC-19) calls for adjacent band studies. Ms. Stancavage addressed the question. The Chair then sought the approval of the membership to submit this document to the WAC and the membership agreed.

	d.  WRC-23 Agenda Item 1.5: 470-960 MHz in R1 (Res. 235)
The Chair briefly noted that there were no requests for offline discussions on this document. The Chair sought questions or comments on the document and received none. The Chair then sought the approval of the membership to submit this document to the WAC and the membership agreed.

	e.   WRC-23 Agenda Item 9.1, Topic B: Amat./Amat. Sat in 1240-1300 MHz (Res. 774) 
Don Jansky (Jansky-Barmat Telecommunications) introduced IWG-2/016r1 (09.23.20) noting valuable inputs received from the FCC. The Chair sought questions or comments on the document and received none. The Chair then sought the approval of the membership to submit this document to the WAC and the membership agreed.
