Meeting Summary:

1. Opening Remarks and Introductions

The Chair opened the meeting and welcomed everyone to the first IWG-4 meeting and provided brief opening remarks.  Dante Ibarra (DFO) also provided opening remarks including thanking everyone for their participation in the IWG and an overview of how the IWG’s would be run, including that only one member (primary or alternate) should be providing their company views on an issue during a meeting.  

All attendees were asked to email the Chair and Vice-Chair regarding their attendance.

2. Approval of Agenda

The agenda in Document IWG-4/001(20.09.17) was approved with a correction to Section 5 that the WAC meeting on 20 Oct 2020 is scheduled from 11:00 am to Noon. The Vice Chair volunteered to take the minutes for this meeting.  

3. Overview of WAC/IWG Operations

The Chair addressed several documents including the IWG-4 Terms of Reference (Document IWG-4/002 (20.09.17)), the Guidelines for Draft Preliminary Views in Document IWG-4/003 (20.09.17) and the Guidelines for Draft Proposals in Document IWG-4/004 (20.09.17).  These documents had been circulated before the meeting and there were no questions by the participants. The Chair also noted that all meetings would be held virtually via WebEx/Phone. 


4.   Initial Discussions towards Development of IWG-4 Preliminary Views and Proposals 

The Chair addressed each of the agenda items assigned to IWG-4, which include Agenda Items 2, 4, 7, 8, 9.1, 9.2 (satellite issues), 9.3 and 10.  He noted that the Preliminary Views provided by NTIA to the Commission (Document IWG-4/005) did not include PVs for these agenda items. It was noted that these agenda items are typically not ready to be addressed this early in the cycle and that Agenda Item 7 will include a set of issues that will first be studied in ITU-R WP4A.  The Chair asked if any of the participants would have a PV on any of the agenda items and that was not the case.  The Chair said that there was still time for members to submit a PV to the next IWG-4 meeting.  

5. Next Meeting

The Chair announced that the next meeting of IWG-4 is scheduled for Thursday, 1 October 2020 at 11 am EST and that the WAC is scheduled for Tuesday, 20 October 2020 from 11 am to Noon EST.
