When an iLumi A19 (color LED light bulb) was used as a nightstand lamp light, the EMI was so bad that it

obliterated the signal to the nearby weather radio. With the bulb turned off the reception of the weather radio

returned to normal.

The Awox color LED light bulb would cause increased white noise in reception of the same weather radio.

A Philips warm white LED bulb, even used in a ceiling light would cause some varying warbles in the audio

of the weather radio, even with a bulb to radio distance of 10 feet.

The BeOn Home bulbs caused loud 120 Hz hum in a nearby AM radio.

From 20 feet away from a vertical amateur radio antenna a 2014 model Samsung direct drive washing machine would

cause an audible "whisper" on 15 meters when the machine was in the power stroke of its agitation.
