To the FCC, Tom Wheeler, Mignon Clyburn, Jessica Rosenworcel, Ajit Pai, Michael O'Reilly (c.c. to Senators Angus King and Susan Collins) 

We are asking the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) to vote “NO” on the Spectrum Frontiers Proceeding, to release New High Band Spectrum (above 24Ghz) for 5G network, and to vote “NO” on Fast Track/ for approval for this release. 5G will use 24Ghz frequencies and above (millimeter waves) and will saturate the environment with higher density distribution of antennas on power and light poles.
This would mean more harmful frequency, more small cell transmitters and the end of the landline telephones so many of us trust and depend on in Maine. We ask that the EPA to not allow the FCC to establish and maintain the safety standards for non-thermal biological effects for wireless radiation before rolling out more wireless spectrum. The FCC does not recognize the safety issues involved and will not protect the public. This year, the US government, led by the National Toxicology Program, linked cancer to cell phone radiation. The implication of this study is that we need to decrease rather than expand our exposure to wireless frequencies (wi-fi, smart meters, cell towers, etc) in our homes and cities.
	And we are asking our Legislators to oppose these changes.
	We seem determined, as a society, to get more and more “wireless,” this being the name of prosperity for the moment. We increase our load of electromagnetic radiation/fields without enough understanding of the physical effects on ourselves and other living species. We assume, publically, that they are harmless, or almost so, because we are generally unable to sense them, even though studies show that they are harmful, but to what extent we are unsure: We are ramping it up without knowing what we are doing. There are precautionary warnings (see online) for holding our cell phones at least an inch from the head, the further the better, but most people are unaware of this).
	If this is what we think we must do, use and expose ourselves to increasing electromagnetic frequencies (EMFs), we must do so with our eyes and ears open to much needed information.
