To whom it may concern:  My name is George Abbott. I live at 1121 Elmwood Avenue in Evanston, Illinois 60202. As someone who has been blind since birth, I have noticed the progression of audio description. I have been excited about its usefulness and potential, yet disappointed that the available audio description has not grown more rapidly. There is great educational benefit to fully understanding the message when the actions and settings are described. Whether in a documentary or a popular sitcom or children’s programming, this important information makes the show both significantly more enjoyable to a person with vision loss, and much more informative. Americans derive a tremendous amount of information and entertainment through their televisions, and as the number of hours grows so too should the amount of audio description for blind and visually impaired citizens. I urge the FCC to make more audio description available.
