Being totally blind myself, I can hardly wait for this change as I haven’t been able to enjoy the benefits of Audio Described television since 2008.
Back in those days, analog television was the most economical choice as there were no contracts with cable providers and the like. I don’t know where they got it, but my parents bought me a special radio when I was a child that they gave to me when I was 10. Not only could this radio pick up AM and FM, but one could also listen to any analog TV channel and even weather band. On the back of the radio was a switch marked SAP or TV, which when put in SAP (Secondary Audio Program) mode, one could listen to audio described television provided the station had the means of delivering that service. Not many stations did at the time, but one in particular was able to provide Audio description, and that was PBS station PBA (Public Broadcasting Atlanta) channel 30. I used to love listening to classics like Globe Tracker, Masterpiece Mystery, and various programs on PBS Kids.
Of course, in 2009, the support for analog TV was discontinued for most channels in the US including PBS channel 30. As a result, the SAP service PBS was offering was also discontinued. Ever since, I have not been able to enjoy audio descriptive TV with my family.
My hope is that I’ll soon be able to watch audio descriptive shows on PBS, CVS, TBS, and other networks via my digital TV set while my family looks at the pictures on the screen.
