


RE: Reply comments affirming ACB Comments on Audio Description Expansion MB 11-43 
 
I am writing to support the expansion of video description for television programming. I am a Social Psychologist who has been studying the benefits of video description for people who are blind or visually impaired. In addition to enhancing enjoyment of television programs, research evidence shows that video description contributes to an increase in information retention, better social connection, and increased knowledge about the visual world.
 
I urge the FCC to expand the number of available hours of video description, increase the number of networks that are required to provide it, and ensure there is a digital audio stream designated for video description so that it cannot be appropriated for competing purposes.
 
An expansion of the availability of video description will be of great benefit to people with vision loss who deserve to have equal access to the information and entertainment that is available to all other citizens.
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
