I am opposed to the proposed new rules in  RM 11708 and WT 16239. While I have no objection to the removal of signal rate limits, I do think allowing any mode to use bandwidth up to 2.8 kHz will cause undue and unnecessary interference with narrow band modes such as CW in use on the lower 50 KHz of the amateur bands. CW has proven to be a valuable mode in emergencies and is enjoying growth in use as part of the amateur radio hobby and emergency preparedness efforts.
While today IARU and other voluntary band plans are what prevent wideband digital modes from interfering with traditional CW frequency bands, such band plans takes many years to be agreed upon, often are ignored and there is absolutely no enforcement. Modifying the language of RM 11708 to recognize the need to establish protection for narrow band modes is needed, as a minimum. Even better, explicit mention of protecting the lower 50-60Khz would go further.
