IWG-2 Terrestrial Services

[bookmark: _GoBack]Using the Charter for the WRC-19 Advisory Committee as a basic document, the Terms of Reference for IWG-2 is to develop Preliminary Views and Proposals recommendations on all matters concerning the following WRC-19 Agenda Items:

	to consider an allocation of the frequency band 50-54 MHz to the amateur service in Region 1, in accordance with Resolution 658 (WRC-15)

	1.11
	to take necessary actions, as appropriate, to facilitate global or regional harmonized frequency bands to support railway radiocommunication systems between train and trackside within existing mobile service allocations, in accordance with Resolution 236 (WRC-15)

	1.12
	to consider possible global or regional harmonized frequency bands, to the maximum extent possible, for the implementation of evolving Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) under existing mobile-service allocations, in accordance with Resolution 237 (WRC-15)

	1.13
	to consider identification of frequency bands for the future development of International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT), including possible additional allocations to the mobile service on a primary basis, in accordance with Resolution 238 (WRC-15)

	1.14
	to consider, on the basis of ITU-R studies in accordance with Resolution 160 (WRC-15), appropriate regulatory actions for high-altitude platform stations (HAPS), within existing fixed-service allocations

	1.15
	to consider identification of frequency bands for use by administrations for the land-mobile and fixed services applications operating in the frequency range 275-450 GHz, in accordance with Resolution 767 (WRC-15)

	1.16
	to consider issues related to wireless access systems, including radio local area networks (WAS/RLAN), in the frequency bands between 5 150 MHz and 5 925 MHz, and take the appropriate regulatory actions, including additional spectrum allocations to the mobile service, in accordance with Resolution 239 (WRC-15)

	9.1.1
	to study possible technical and operational measures to ensure coexistence and compatibility between the terrestrial component of IMT (in the mobile service) and the satellite component of IMT (in the mobile service and the mobile-satellite service) in the frequency bands 1 980-2 010 MHz and 2 170-2 200 MHz where those frequency bands are shared by mobile service and the mobile-satellite service in different countries, in particular for the deployment of independent satellite and terrestrial components of IMT and to facilitate development of both the satellite and terrestrial components of IMT

	9.1.2
	to conduct, in time for WRC-19, the appropriate regulatory and technical studies, with a view to ensuring the compatibility of IMT and BSS (sound) in the frequency band 1 452-1 492 MHz in Regions 1 and 3, taking into account IMT and BSS (sound) operational requirements

	9.1.5
	to consider the technical and regulatory impacts of referencing Recommendations ITU-R M.1638-1 and ITU-R M.1849-1 in Nos. 5.447F and 5.450A of the Radio Regulations

	9.1.8
	to study the technical and operational aspects of radio networks and systems, as well as spectrum needed, including possible harmonized use of spectrum to support the implementation of narrowband and broadband machine-type communication infrastructures, in order to develop Recommendations, Reports and/or Handbooks, as appropriate, and to take appropriate actions within the ITU Radiocommunication Sector (ITU-R) scope of work

	to recommend to the Council items for inclusion in the agenda for the next WRC, and to give its views on the preliminary agenda for the subsequent conference and on possible agenda items for future conferences, in accordance with Article 7 of the Convention


Where appropriate, IWG-2 Preliminary Views and Proposals shall address the International Radio Regulations, their Appendices, Resolutions and Recommendations, including additions, modifications or suppressions that may be required.  IWG-2’s recommendations for WRC-19 Proposals shall be supported by narrative text indicating: 
· the basis of the need for any changes that may be required including any rationale that may be useful to promoting and negotiating the recommendation; and 
· the relationship or dependency upon preparatory work and/or recommendations of other domestic and international groups outside the terms of reference of this group. 
Any relevant documents and/or studies developed in IWG-2 may be provided to the WRC-19 Advisory Committee.  Preliminary Views and Proposals recommendations shall be provided for consideration and approval by the Advisory Committee as a whole.
The Designated Federal Official (DFO) or the Advisory Committee Chair may modify the terms of reference of this Informal Working Group.
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
