  AT&T files this letter at the request of the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau staff to supplement the record to address PSD levels described in Verizon’s October 9, 2015 ex parte letter
 and the PFD level in the 700 MHz band, which Verizon has proposed for the cellular band.

The Technical Statement in Verizon’s ex parte explains that 400 Watts/MHz is a representative example of current PSD levels in its CDMA network in non-rural areas.  Prior to and during AT&T’s early transition from narrowband GSM to wide-band UMTS, AT&T’s network operated at PSDs higher than 400 W/MHz in non-rural areas with high population density.  For example, in New York City and the major Texas cities, AT&T deployed 5 channels (4 GSM and 1 UMTS at 500 W each) over 5.8 MHz for a total of 2500 W in a sector, averaging to 431 W/MHz.  As AT&T’s network evolution to UMTS advanced, it operated at less power per MHz to remain compliant with Commission rule section 22.913,
 leading to the need for a rule change allowing cellular licensees to set base station power using PSD.
Verizon also proposed that “[t]he Commission should adopt the same power flux density (“PFD”) rule for cellular that applies to the upper 700 MHz band,”
 which is 3000 µW/m2/MHz within 1 kilometer (“km”) of a base station.
  AT&T supports this PFD at up to 98% of a 1 km area of a cellular base station, as AT&T’s base stations currently operate within this PFD limit.  To reduce the impact that a PFD limit might have on cellular licensees’ ability to operate at higher PSD levels, AT&T also proposes no PFD limit in those cellular markets where public safety licensees do not reasonably plan to operate in the 800 MHz band.
