On August 18, 2016, Georgina Feigen, Esquire and the undersigned, counsel to Icom America, Inc., participated in a meeting with Scot Stone, James Shaffer, Jeffrey Tobias, Ghassan Khalek and Tim Maguire of the Commission’s Wireless Telecommunications Bureau’s Mobility Division regarding the above-referenced proceeding.


During the meeting, Icom’s reiterated its support of the request by the Radio Technical Commission for Maritime Services (“RTCM”) for the FCC to conduct a comprehensive rewrite of Part 80 of the Commission’s Rules.  Icom stressed the importance of adopted of Version 14 of ITU-R M.483.


Icom demonstrated to the Commission have numerous marine radios presently being sold by a variety of manufacturers are inconsistent with the design example in Annex 4 of ITU-R M.483-13.  Icom noted that adoption of Version 14 of ITU-R M.483 would eliminate this inconsistency.
