I oppose Sinclair Broadcasting  Group's acquisition of WGN-TV and WGN-AM. Chicago has little local TV news coverage, except for that which WGN and its associated CLTV produces. WGN and Tribune Media provided reasonably unbiased news coverage. In a city comprised by many local minority communities, I fear that Sinclair will not provide service in the public interest. Our country is being torn apart by hatred. Allowing conversion of area media into partisan viewpoints, which are more than adequately covered by WIND-AM, WLS-AM, Fox (including WFLD-TV), WYLL-AM, WMBI-AM, and the two Catholic AM stations in Chicago, is a disservice to a densely populated, three state market.
