I oppose 16-239. I believe that elimination of the 300 Baud limit for frequencies below 28 MHz will likely result in increased congestion and harmful interference to low bandwidth modes of communication in this spectrum. 

The congestion in the CW and RTTY portions of the MF spectrum is growing significantly as a result of automated PACTOR stations that pop up without consideration of ongoing use of the spectrum. I believe that this will get worse if the bandwidth used by these PACTOR and/or other emerging digital modes is allowed to increase
