Meeting Summary: 

1. Approval of Agenda: 

IWG-2 Chair Jayne Stancavage introduced the agenda in Document IWG-2/009 (08.09.16). The agenda was approved by unanimous consent.  

Andy Scott was appointed to take the minutes for the meeting.

2. FCC Reps, Opening Remarks and Introductions: 

Dante Ibarra announced that Michael Mullinix will take over as the Designated Federal Official (DFO) for the WAC, allowing Mr. Ibarra more time to focus on his new role as FCC's WRC Director.  

Chair Stancavage requested that those participating in the call indicate their participation by sending her and Vice-chair Tricia Paoletta a message in response to the e-mail she sent with the agenda.

Chair Stancavage reminded participants that wish to be members of IWG-2 to contact wrc-19@fcc.gov. Mr. Michael Mullinix noted that there are still a number of WAC applications going through the FCC's vetting process for WAC membership. Consequently it would be helpful if documents were not approved at this meeting so that the group may have agreed upon documents when they are elevated to the WAC level. Chair Stancavage agreed with this approach.

3. Approval of minutes from previous IWG-2 meeting: 

The minutes of the last meeting as contained in Document IWG-2/007 (16.08.16) were approved by unanimous consent.

4. Discussion of Draft IWG-2 Preliminary Views and Proposals:

a. WRC-19 Agenda Item 1.14; HAPS (Res. 160)- Document IWG-2/011 (06.09.16):  Christopher Bjornson introduced the document. He noted part of the problem with HAPS is that there is only one global identifcation today and that there are rain fade issues in this frequency range. While additional bands have been identified for HAPS, they suffer from other limitations. Fernando Carrillo suggested that language be added indicating that existing systems should be protected. Amy Sanders suggested language be added to clarify that the views are supported subject to the outcome of the studies. Dr. Charles Rush shared this view and offered similar language. Dr. Veena Rawat suggested that clarification is needed with respect to which bands that have been identified for HAPS versus those that are available for use by HAPS. She noted that this and other comments were provided offline to the authors.  Chris Hofer, Mr. Mullinix and Chair Stancavage discussed the process used at CITEL for submitting Preliminary Views, and the merits of synchronizing U.S. views with those from other administrations early in the process. Giselle Creeser inquired whether the spectrum will be used be used for inter-HAPs links. Ms. Paoletta responded that inter-hap links are not part of this agenda item and that document will be modified to clarify this point.

Next steps: Ms. Paoletta agreed to organize an offline meeting to take into account the comments expressed in the meeting and provide a revision to the document for review at the next meeting. Chair Stancavage requested that those interested in participating in the offline meeting contact Ms. Paoletta.

b. WRC-19 Agenda Item 1.15; 275-450 GHz (Res.767)- Document IWG-2/010 (06.09.16): Michael Marcus introduced the document. He noted that this is the first step to indicate what coexistence would be, taking into account a previous ITU-R study. Scott Kotler reported that he had distributed edits to the document to the IWG-2 e-mail reflector the prior to call and described some of these changes put forth in his edits. Ms. Sanders suggested several changes to the edits made by Mr. Kotler. Mr. Mullenix reminded authors to add their name and affilation under the document number so that reviewers know who to contact. Once the document has been adopted by the IWG and elevated to the WAC the author names will be removed. 

Next steps: Chair Stancavage requested the Mr. Marcus work directly with Mr. Kotler and Ms. Sanders on their edits and provide a revision to the document for review at the next meeting.

c. WRC-19 Agenda Item 9.1/Issue 9.1.2; IMT/BSS 1452-1492 MHz in R1 and R3- Document IWG-2/008 (06.09.16): Reza Arefi introduced the document. He noted studies under this agenda item are limited to Regions 1 and 3; therefore, there is no basis for changes to radio regulation impacting Region 2. Mr. Kotler commented that since the agenda item indicates that it does not impact Region 2 further clarity is needed regarding why this view is necessary. Dr. Rush and Ms. Sanders noted that there is precedence for U.S. views that state there should be no regulatory impact on U.S. Mr. Mullinix noted that he received an e-mail from William K. Keane expressing an interest in participating in discussions on this document. 

Next steps: Mr. Arefi agreed to organize an offline meeting to take into account the comments expressed in the meeting and provide a revision to the document for review at the next meeting. Chair Stancavage requested that those interested in participating in the offline meeting contact Mr. Arefi.
