My name is Gary Sutcliffe. I have been a licensed Amateur Radio operator since 1970 and held an Extra Class license since 1973.  My interest in radio led to a degree in electrical engineering and have been employed in the electronics industry since 1972.

I am strongly opposed to RM-11708.  While I agree that the current regulations based on signal rate are outdated, allowing unlimited bandwidth will cause congestion and cause sever interference in the current HF Amateur Radio spectrum currently reserved for narrow band modes like CW, RTTY, and PSK31.
The ARRL’s proposed 2.8KHz bandwidth limit, while a step in the right direction, is still too permissive.  A bandwidth limit of 500 Hz range is more appropriate. It would encourage advancement of the radio art while still protecting the traditional narrow bandwidth modes operating in those frequencies.
For this reason, I urge rejection of RM-11708 as proposed.
