Texas Serenity Academy (TSA) is requesting a waiver of the Form 471 deadline of May 26, 2016. We are requesting this waiver as a result of misinformation that has resulted in the Form 470 for the newly formed District not to be generated in a timely manner to meet the 28 day waiting period. As a result, the Form 471 was generated after the Form 471 deadline. The following is the sequence of events that has led TSA to this point.   
1) Hagmon Simmons is setup as the Account Administrator for BEN 16034288.  TSA generated the Form 470# 160004036 for BEN 16034288. It was certified on 11/10/2015.  
2)  TSA acquires 2 additional school locations by 2/18/2016 
3) TSA acquires new BENs for the schools 
4) An attempt is made on 02/18/2016 to setup Hagmon Simmons as the Account administrator for each new location (Case # 52982). Since Hagmon Simmons is setup as the AA for one location already, a different email address must be used for each new location. He does not have 2 additional email addresses. It is suggested we set TSA up as a District. Initial efforts to set TSA as a District began on 02/18/2016.  After multiple issues about the number of schools and addresses, the district is setup on 2/23/2016.  At no point was it stated that that Hagmon Simmons had to be setup as the AA for the new district and a new Form 470 needed to be generated for the new district. Since Hagmon Simmons is the AA for one of the schools which is now part of the new district and the Form 470 had been generated for this school location which is now a part of the district, Hagmon Simmons was not setup as the Account Administrator for the district nor was a new Form 470 generated. If we had known or been informed that both actions had to be done, we would have requested again the EPC User Access request and then generated another Form 470 for the new district.
5) On 5/4/2016 (Case 83591), the Form 471 was attempted to be generated based on Form 470 #160004036. Texas Serenity was no longer reflected on my Landing Page. Discussions with SLD resulted in the discovery that an AA had to be set up for the district and a new Form 470 had to be generated. This was accomplished on 5/4/2016. Hagmon Simmons was setup as the Account Administrator and subsequently, the Form 471 was generated.
6) Since we had to wait the 28 day waiting period, this put us outside the Form 471 deadline.
7) The 471s were certified on 6/3/16 and 6/8/16 respectively
Texas Serenity Academy is very responsive to the requirements/request of USAC/SLD/FCC. If we had been informed of the requirements to generate a new AA and subsequently, a new Form 470, we would have done so immediately. We were not aware of this requirement. For this reason, we are requesting a FCC waiver of the Form 471 deadline.
