The original petition as suggested by the ARRL was for both the removal of baud rate limitations *and* the setting of a reasonable limit on the amount of bandwidth a signal occupies. Instead, the FCC has proposed a rule making in 16-239 that removes baud rate limitations but sets no signal bandwidth limit.

Modern technology dictates that whatever symbol rate is adopted, QAM encoding produces a very wide signal bandwidth that occupies a large amount of very small available spectrum space. There is no legitimate need in the amateur radio service for having such wide signal bandwidths since they are not needed for efficient and reliable communications.

Not setting a maximum signal bandwidth such as 500 Hz. or even 2.7 KHz. in this proposed rule making will likely have serious and unintended consequences that effectively eliminate the ability of amateur radio operators to use narrowband emissions on amateur radio frequencies.
I am therefore opposed to FCC PRM 16-239 in its current form.
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
