The California Association of Competitive Telecommunications Companies (CALTEL) submits this letter in support of the California-specific concerns and proposed solutions outlined in the October 19, 2016 Notice of Ex Parte Communications filed on behalf of U.S. TelePacific Corp. (TelePacific).  
TelePacific’s Ex Parte Letter correctly identifies that the proposed rules in the Chairman’s fact sheet could cause DS1 and DS3 rates here in California to increase as a result of transitioning to price cap rates from Phase II pricing.   Competition in California—now the world’s 6th largest economy--should not experience harm in order to adopt the competitive benefits that would otherwise result from adoption of these rules.
TelePacific has offered several reasonable solutions to protect the purchasers of these services from unintended consequences.  CALTEL supports adoption of TelePacific’s recommendations, but whatever solution is adopted, CALTEL strongly urges that the Order prohibit any price increases during the transition period.
