Now the FCC wants to create more land mobile frequencies by
splitting them into narrower bandWIdths and rearrangIng the
pand plan. As a resu 1t, many 1 and mobile f requenc i es IrH 1 1
move closer to the radio control frequencies and cause
interference to radio control operations. I am told that of
the ':iO freqLtenC1es that are presently available for radio
control of model airplanes, only 19 frequencies will be left
if these new rules ar adopted.

I have just received notice of a proposed frequency change by the Federal
Communications Commission <PR Docket 92-235) that would be extremely harmful
to both individuals and small business alike.

Radio Control (RIC) Modeling has been an american and a world pastime for
decades. The frequency changes t.hat are beingconsidered would cause extreme
hardship on this growing industry. RIC modeling has just finished in 1991,
updating hundreds of thousands of radio cont.rol set to meet the ats'indards
just imposed by the FCC in 1991. The Average cost of a radio control set is
$300.00 and the life expectancy of each is 10-15 years. The last frequency
change was well thought out since Citizen Band and Amateur Radio were using
the same frequencies. This dual and triple use of mobile frequency user had
put Radio Control Aircraft in real danger of crashing and very possibly
causing death or injury. tvfodels today can weight in excess of 50 pounds and
t.ravel a speeds of 150 MPH.

I am a second generation modeler and I hope that some day my children will
have a ,::::hance to enjoy modelir.g. The cost. to our bdustry to once again be­
subjected to extreme upgrade changes would be financial disaster.

The Notice of Proposed Rule Making (NPRM) in PR 92-235
replaces Part 90 of the rules with a new Part 88. Part 90 allows
for safe use of RIc aircraft and surface models by keeping 10
Khz spacing: between fixed commercial users and frequencies
used by RIC enthusiasts. The new Part 88 will allow mobile
users on frequencies within 2.5 Khz of frequencies available
to us, eliminating safe use of at least 31 of the 50 channels
on the 72 MHz band (for RIc aircraft) and 10 of the 30 frequencies
on the 75 MHz band (for RIc cars and boats) now used by the
hobbyists. In fact, more channels will likely be affected.

As a point of safety, some of these planes have wingspans
that exceed 10 feet and weigh as much as 40 lbs. or more and
speeds range from 45 mph to 200 mph!

I have been in this hobby since 1971 and have a considerable
amount of time and money invested in it. Twice in recent years
I had to quit my hobby until I could afford to buy new radio
equipment to replace those the FCC made obsolete by changing
the frequency regulations.

The deadline for the FCC proposal is Feb. 26. 1993. Your
help on this matter would be greatly appreciated by hundreds
of thousands of modelers like myself.

It has recenUy come to my attention that the fCC (fedefai Communications Commission) is
considering an action that wiD sewrety Imil and potentially efiminate a very impof1ant hobby of mine,
RIC (radio c0ntr0lied) model airplanes, helicopters, boats and cars. I am a member of The Grand
Island ModeIer's Association and have been building and flying model aircraft for thirty fNe years.

The proposed rules that are currently under consideration by the fCC (federal
Communications CommissIon) are PR Docke( 92 - 235; If adopted, • will greaUy reduce 1he safety
and usability of frequencies currenUy assigned for model use.

The proposed rules replaces Part 90 with a new Pw1 88. Part 90 aIows for safe use of RIC
models by keeping 10KHZ spacing between fixed high power commerdaI users and frequencies
used by RIC enthusiasts.

I am writing to ask you to look into a matter which threatens the safety
and existence of the flying of radio controlled model aircraft. a recreation
enjoyed by thousands of enthusiasts. Currently. the Federal Communications
Commission. through a NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULE MAKING-NPRM - PR DOCKET 92-235
proposes to invade the 72 and 75 megahertz frequencies which are currently
alloted to radio control use. and permit Land Mobile Service (cellular phones)
to operate in between our current channel frequencies (and using much more
powerful signals). This will result in radio wave interference from the radio
bands being too close together. as well as being obliberated by the more
powerful signals. Our airplanes will be out of control due to the
interference.

The radio control hobby has operated for many years on these frequencies
assigned by the FCC, and we have spaced our channels as close together in
frequency as the radio industry considers safe. If new radio frequency use is
permitted between our channels. we will lose control over our aircraft. and
would pose a very significant danger to the public. from an airplane crashing
out of control. Our particular flying facility is located in the City Park at
Standing Bear Lake in Omaha.Nebraska. This park has many other members of the
public also using recreational facilities. who would then be in danger.

I have over a $1.000 invested in radio equipment that would be rendered
not only useless, but dangerous. if this FCC proposed rule change is adopted.
I would respectfully ask you to look into this and oppose this change for
reasons of safety and preventing financial waste by rendering my equipment
dangerous and useless.

Many of our safety precautions involve the careful
coordination and use of the radio control frequencies. If the number of usable frequencies is diminished' as
proposed by the FCC, the remaining frequencies will become congested and the margin of safety will be greatly
decreased. '. :

Please understand that many model airplanes have wing spans up to 10 feet and weigh as much as 30 or-40
pounds. The models themselves are expensive to build; but more to the point, they are capable of cauSing
property damage, serious injury, or even death if radio interference causes the operator to lose control of the
craft. We often fly our models at organized events and contests where hundreds of operators participate. We need
the use of our full complement of radio frequencies in order to assure a safe flying environment.

I do not think it is wise of the FCC to seek to improve the operating conditions of land mobile radio us~rs

at the expense of radio control modelers. The FCC may not think we are as important as business users of radi~s,'
but we have a considerable investment in our models and in our radio equipment. The hobby provides'~y
hours of enjoyment to thousands of people like myself and contributes to the advancement and develop~ent. of
the cOIDIJ;1ercial aviation industry. .

Please help me continue the safe enjoyment of my pastime by not allowing the FCC to carry out its .
proposals for the 72-76 MHz band.
