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CHILDREN'S PROGRAMMING

The following represents WTVE-TV 51's children's programming efforts for the period October
I-December 31, 1992:

"Adventure Pals" AFFIDAVIT "1"

This award-winning series for children uses a mix of stories, music, clowns, puppets
and special guests to address real-life issues facing kids. Self-esteem, parent/child
relationships and concern for others are some of the topics. Broadcast weekly, the
program encourages the development of positive, pro-social character traits such as
sharing, honesty, integrity and taking responsibility. Produced by Christian Children's
Associates, there are no product advertisements or commercial breaks within the half­
hour programs.

The following episodes of"Adventure Pals" aired on WTVE in Fourth Quarter:

"Making the Grade"

This installment explores cheating and how easy it is to fall into the trap. A young
boy tries to get his grades the easy way, only to find out that it doesn't payoff.

"Locker Thief"

A young girl tries to forgive someone who always steals her books.

"Go for It" AFFIDAVIT "2"

A half-hour weekly children's show mixes sports celebrities with interviews to
stress the importance of fitness. Guests include Minnesta Timberwolf forward
Christian Laittner, former Baltimore Orioles pitcher Jim Palmer and basketball­
great Kareen Abdul Jabbar. Tips and features include the proper way to place a
tennis serve, how to get the most out of field goal kicks and exercises for
building up ice skating muscles.

By combining profiles on positive role models, while instructing the young viewer
by interaction, the show teaches fitness at a young age and lets children know that
if they work hard at something, they will attain it.

The following episodes of "Go for R" aired on WTVE in Fourth Quarter:

"Episode #44"

Features Jim Kelley from the Buffalo Bills, ex-basketball great Wilt Chamberlain,
AU-Star Third Baseman Mike Schmidt and a figure skating tip from champion
Simone Gigorescue.

"Episode #45"

Competitive horse training, tips on roller-blading and a feature with Johnny Bench.
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"Episode #46"

An interview with Christian Laittner from the Minnesota Timberwolves, tips on
weight lifting and a Eve Ellishas talks about the sport of tennis.

"Episode #47"

Mike Motta talks about muscle building for basketball and a feature on former
Baltimore Orioles great, Jim Palmer.

"Episode #48"

Tackling tips from fonner defensive linebacker John Bunting, a profile of Hall­
of-Fame Catcher Yogi Berra and an interview with Aurthur Ashe.

"Episode #49"

futerviews on the movie "The Mighty Ducks", a football tip on kicking a field
goal and a profile on Kareem Abdul Jabbar.

"Candid Kids Club" AFFIDAVIT "3"

This weekly half-hour program blends entertainment and education. Shows range
in topics from book reviews to picking the right shoes for the right sport. The
program takes its viewers to interesting places, such as the Sturges Pretzel factory
and to a fann where a blacksmith shoes horses. The program also explores social
issues, such as an interview with Magic Johnson.

"Candid Kids Club" teaches children self-esteem through education and recreation.
The program stresses the need to get along with the environment, to get along with
each other, but most of all, to get along with one's self.

The following episodes of "Candid Kids Club" aired on WTVE in Fourth Quarter:

"Episode #44"

Learn how to fly from inside the cockpit of an airplane. Health tips on what fluids
are best for the body. A demonstration of how starfish eat.

"Episode #45"

A feature on a blacksmith renowned for his ability to shoe horses the Old-World
way, a health tip on warm-up exercises and a look at the iguana.

"Episode #46"

Inside a pretzel factory, the life of a sea mammel, tips from Ranger Tom about
protecting the envirnoment.
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"Episode #47"

Ranger Tom talks about water pollution~ a discussion of Magic Johnson and
AIDS~ a review of two books on recycling.

"Episode #48"

This episode features safety tips on the popular sport of roller-blading and an
interview with young tennis star Monica Seles to fInd out how she deals with
pressure.

"Episode #49"

Interviews with stars of the new children's-oriented movie "The Mighty Ducks", a
review of books aimed at the explorer and a feature on Adam Keefe from the
Atlanta Hawks are included in this half-hour installment.

"Episode #40"

This half-hour episode includes a kids' consumer report on a computer paint system~
a health tip on warm-up exercises~ a look at the iguana and a feature on a blacksmith.

The following other children's programming aired on WlVE in Fourth Quarter:

"A Child is Born" AFFIDAvrr "4"

The birth of Jesus is told through the eyes of children. The half-hour program,
produced by Bonneville Communications, features music by the Mormon
Tabernacle Choir.

"Kids International" AFFIDAvrr "5"

This half-hour program, aimed at 2 -12 year-dds, is instructive and informational as
it teaches scripture from educational Bible videos. The videos are respected and
praised by major churches as providing an interesting and entertaining way to teach
children about the Bible at an early age. Segments about God's love and the world
about us are taught through sing-alongs and puppet shows. Hosted by Peter Enns.

The following children's P.S.A.'s also aired on WTVE in Fourth Quarter:

"Kidspeace" AFFIDAvrr "6"

The National Center for Kids in Crisis sponsors this 30-second P.S.A., in conjunction
with the local chapter in Allentown. Our staff works closely with the regional office
to alert the viewership of the need to prevent child abuse. It urges parents to seek more
information before child abuse becomes a reality in their homes.
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
