KOTION FOR EXTIRSION OF TIME

KES Communications, Inc. ("KES"), by its attorney, hereby

requ~sts a nine day extension of time within which to respond

to the "Motion to Enlarge Issues Against KES Communications,

Inc." ("Motion") filed in this proceeding by KR Partners on

April 15, 1993. In support hereof, KES submits the following:

1. On April 15, 1993, counsel for KR Partners advised

counsel for KES that it was about to file its Motion against

KES. A response to the Motion is currently due on April 28,

1993. Si.nce counsel for KES was about to travel to Los Angeles

and Las Vegas for business meetings and attendance of the

National Association of Broadcasters annual convention, KR

Partners was gracious enough to fax a copy of the Motion to

KES. Counsel for KES met with Karen Slade and her consulting
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engineers last week at the broadcaster's convention, at which

time it was decided that a response to the Motion required at

least one statement from an individual in Hawaii, as well as

a statement from KES's consulting engineer.

2. As a result of attending the bJ:'piidcaster' s convention

. and other out of town commitments, counsel for KES and KES's

consulting engineers have not been able to commence thorough

review of these matters until today. We anticipate the need

for at least one full business week to secure a statement from

a person in Hawaii, and then several days thereafter to

complete a response to the Motion. Therefore, in order to

allow KES and its consultants and engineers sufficient time in

which to prepare an appropriate response, a nine day extension

of time, until Friday, May 7, 1993, is hereby requested.

3 • Last week counsel for KR Partners indicated that

because of the intervening broadcast convention, he would

consent to affording KES additional time in which to respond

to the Motion./ 1

1 Although KR Partners expressed consent to a Motion for
Extension of Time that might be filed by KES, KES and KR
Partners did not discuss the exact amount of extra days KES
might seek. Thus, KES cannot represent that KR Partners
actually agreed to a nine day extension request. Under the
circumstances, KES believes that a nine day extension is a
reasonable amount of time.
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WHEREFORE, it is respectfully requested that this Motion

be granted.
