A) Location

KMTF has applied to the Federal Communications Commission for Channel 39
in Kern County, California for a 5,000 watt television transmitter to be
located at Breckenridge Mountain 24 miles eastnortheast of Bakersfield,
Ca 1Horni a.

KMTF's extension of signal request will provide City Grade, Grade A
and Grade B coverage for the first public telecommunications signal to
Western Kern County, centering around the County's major metropolitan
area of Bakersfield, identified by the Public Broadcasting Service (PBS)
as an "unserved area." (Footnote/Attachment "A"). The area to be served
is identified as Western Kern County and the mountain communities of Kern
Valley, representing 71% of the County's 496,200 population.
(Footnote "B"/Documentation in Exhibit liE".)

B) Objecti ves

To provide free broadcast delivery of Public Television Service (PBS)
programming, instructional television for K-12th grades and local public
affairs issues programming to areas unserved by cable systems, or those
unable to afford cable services.

C) Need and Urgency

Kern County is the third largest county in California with a land area
larger than Massachusetts, and larger than Rhode Island, Deleware and
Connecticut combined. Kern County is surrounded by three major mountain
ranges, the Tehachapis, Sierra-Nevadas and the coast ranges, which makes
over-the-air reception unattainable except from the broadcast signal
of KMTF centered 70 miles to the north of Kern County. West Kern County
is served by two cable companies, Cox Cable Company serving 21,480 sub­
scribers in the City of Bakersfield, and Warner Amex Cable Company
serving 53,400 subscribers in the County areas. Cable subscriptions show
49.92% served out of an identified 150,000 television households.
(Footnote "c"/Documentation in Exhibit "E".)

Kern County has an identified minority populations of 34.92%, including
24.33% Hispanic, 5.29% Black, 1.29% American Indian, 1.47% Asian, and
2.54% other minorities. As one of the top three (Fresno/Kings/Kern)
agricultural producing counties in the United States, it houses several
small farming communities and farm workers, most of whom can not afford
cable fees.

School districts in the City of Bakersfield and Kern County belong to the
Instructional Television Consortium funded through California Bill 803.
These funds provide classroom instructional television for grades K
through 12, which are broadcast five hours per day during the academic
year on KMTF. Due to the present distance and local antenna direction,
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PART IV - Narrative/Page 2

the majority of Kern County schools can not receive a quality KMTF
signal, and must obtain their classroom instructional television pro­
grams by way of a video tape distribution system. With the proposed KMTF
satellite transmitter, the Kern County Schools would receive their
instructional television over the air on a daily basis.

KMTF also provides a "foggy day" safety service during the extreme tule
fog season in the San Joaquin Valley months of November, December,
January and February. This service provides individual school district
information on the running and/or delays in school bus travel and school
start times, and is an orderly method of communication between the school
bus transportation departments and the homes of their pupils. This
service is now unobtainable by Kern County school districts.

D) Funding Criteria

The extension of KMTF's broadcast signal by way of a transmitter to
Bakersfield/Kern County will extend, to the southern end of the San
Joaquin Valley, a local public telecommunications service representing
social, cultural, economic and geographic unity. The concerns of the San
Joaquin Valley are unique to the region and do not relate to the
megalopolistic issues provided by a distant signal cable offering. The
cable provided PBS station has not, in the memory of cable users, identi­
fied issues and concerns of Kern County and the San Joaquin Valley in
nearly 15 years on the cable systems.

The licensee of KMTF, KMTF Channel 18, Inc., as the first order of
business when assuming the license for KMTF in November 1987, voted to
extend its signal to Kern County and provide a minimum of two Director­
ships on the KMTF, Inc. Board of Directors. Kern County will also have a
KMTF Community Advisory Board.

KMTF offers a full-service Public Broadcasting Service (PBS) station to
the viewers of Central California. KMTF employs 22 full-time and four
(4) part-time employees. As a community licensee, Non-Federal Financial
Support is all but 21% of the operational budget. KMTF is prepared to
fully fund the matching share and the long-term operational costs needed
for this and other projects, through traditional pUblic television pledge
campaigns, direct mail, auction and special projects. With over eleven
years of community support funding, the increased viewing population in
Kern County will provide an estimated $250,000 additional income annually
for the overall operational bUdget of KMTF.

PROGRAM NARRATIVE

A) Location

Valley Public Telev;sion, Inc. (KVPT-TV) has applied to the Federal Commu­
nications Commission for Channel 39 in Kern County, California for a 5,000
watt television transmitter to be located at Breckenr~dge Mountain 24
miles east northeast of Bakersfield, California, Latitude 35- 27' 14",
Longitude 118 0 35' 37".

KVPT's request will prov~de full power Grace A and Grade B coverage to
western Kern County, center~ng around the County's ma~or ffietropolitan area
of Bakersfielc. The area to be served is identified as Western Kern
County ar.d the mo~ntain comnunities of Kern Valley, representing 90% of
the County's 543,477 population. (Footnote A/Documentation in Exhibit
E.) (Note: A California State Department of Finance report sets the
1991 population of Kern County at 549,800 - See Exhibit E.)

B) Objectives

To provi~e free, full-power broadcast delivery of Public Television Serv­
ice (PBS) programm"ng, instructional televisicn for K-12tr. grades, local
publiC affairs iss~es, adult ecucat;cn, and corrmurity programming.

C) Educational Impact

KVPT is the Onl Service of This T e for Aua"ence Reached/Pro osed:
KVPT-TV 1S the on y cn-air pub ic te ev;sion broadcast serv;ce in
the entire San Coaquin Valley. There is no other entity duplicating
the broadcasting of KVPT's programming, inc1ud~ng: instructional televi­
sion prograrrming uti1izeeJ by schools throughout the Val1ey; preschool
educational programs; adult learn"ng programs (G.E.D., How To's, and prime
time series and specials); and preteen educaticnal progrc~s. Extension of
a full broadcast s"gnal in Kern Cou~ty is a priority in order to continue
in cur geal of ecucating and enr;ching the lives of San Joaquin Valley
residents.

Future Growth: The area served by KVPT Channel 18 and Translator C~an­

nel K65EY includes Kings, Madera, Tulare, Fresno and Kern Counties in
California and some peripherals. There is a "population explosion" in
California's San Joaquin Valley, so the need for ecucat;cnal progra~ming

throughout the area, including Kern County is on the increase. (Refer to
~e\~s clipping "Explosive Decade - San Joaquin Valley" in Exhibit N ­
Optional ~aterials.) It is expected and predicted by federal and state
authorities that this growth will continue, therecy reflect~ng increas­
ing needs in KVPT's current coverage area.

KVPT has acquired, from FCC, Microwave License WME-991 (refer to FCC
Docu~er.ts section) to insert locally produced prcgraffiming originating
from the campus of Californ~a State University, Bakersfield (refer to
Exhibit G - Site :nformation; ane to alsc inc~ude educational programming
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produced and/or acquired by the Kern County Educational Consortium
which consists of all local school districts, Kern's four cemQunity col­
leges and California State University, Bakersfield.

Channel Utilization: KVPT currently broadcasts on Channel 18 in the
Fresno/Visalia area and translator Channel K65EY in Bakersfield. This
project would enhance our signal strength and distance and place KVPT on
the designated ETV Channel in Bakersfield now occupied by a commercial
translator.

Funding Resources: The Beard of Directors of Valley P~blic Te1ev~sion,

Inc. is currently finalizing a five-year strategic plan which includes
additional fund~ng proposals to meet the goals of the plan.

Need and Urgency

Kern County is the third largest county in Cal ifornia and the City of
Bakersfield is the 13th largest city in California. Kern County has a
land area larger tl:at Massachusetts, and larger tt1an Rhede :sland, Dela­
ware and Connecticut combined. Western Kern County is s~rrounded by three
~ajor ncuntain ranges, the Te~achapis to the south, Sierra-Nevadas to the
east, and the ceastal ranges to the west, wh~ch makes ever-the-air recep­
tien unattainable except from the broadcast signal of KVPT 95 ~i1es to
the north of Kern County.

Kern County has ar icentified mirlor~ty population of :9:, inclUding
28.1% Hispanic, 5% Black, 1% American :ndian, 2.7% Asian, ane
.2% "other" minor~ties. (Footr;cte B/Docurr,entat'cn in Exhibit E.) As one
cf the top three (Fresno/Kings/Kern) agricLltura1 preduc ng counties in
the United States, it houses nu~erous small farming cCmffiunit~es and thou­
sar.os of farm ~orkers, most of whom are Hispanic. As a speciel note, a
current study by the National Council of LaRaza on "State of Hispanic
~merica - 1991", reflects that federal prograrr:s are not reach.ng the
H~spanic population. (Footnote C/Documentation ir. Exhibit E.) The need
and urgency for pUblic television to the area involves KVPT's ability to
clearly reach this segment of the population with Instructicna1
Television, and especially to reach the illiterate adult population with
G.E.D. (General Educational Development) programming (which airs during
the week in the lTV schedule and twice on Saturdays). These and other
pertinent programs are schedu1ec on KVPT to assist soc~ety witt: the
prcblem of illiterate adults raiSing illiterate children, which has been
the case in the minority ranks, in particular among farm labor families
and new immigrants to the region. (See Education on Valley Public Tele­
vision, "Optional ~'aterials" Section.) With this grant, the Federal
Government has an opportunity to help the Hispanic population.

School districts in Kern County belong to the Instructional Television
Consortium funded through California Assembly Bill 1470 and California
Ser.ete Bill 1201. These funds prov~de classroom ,nstructional television
for grades K throLgh 12, which are broadcast five hours per day dur~ng the
academic year on KVPT. The majority of Kern County's 120,000+ stu-
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dents will be able, with a KVPT transmitter, to rece~ve a streng, consist­
ent broadcast and record quality instructional programm~ng a~red on a
day-to-day basis dur~r.g the academic year.

KVPT also provides a "foggy day" school bus schedule announcements/safety
service during the extreme tule fog season in the San Joaquin Valley
months of ~ovember, December, January and February. This service provides
information on the running and/or delays in school bus travel and school
start times, and is an orderly method of conEunication between the
school bus transportation departments and the homes of their pupils.

The bottom l~ne to the "need ane uq;ency" is :hat Kern County, Cal fornia
is located in the same "geographic bowl" (San JoaqL;in Valley) as the
viewing area of KVPT-TV (K~ngs, Madera, Tulare, Kern ane Fresno Counties
in Cal Hornia). Geographic, economic, social, cultural, agricultur-
al, educational, business, State service agencies, and ~any other ties and
similarities link the entire Valley, makirg Kern County our "sister"
county. And, our "sister" does net have the advcntage of receiving full
power reception of public broadcasting. KVPT desires to fill that void
ane is the natural scurce to do so. (See "L inks tc Kern County" under
"Gptioral ~~aterials" section.;

E) Func,ns Criteria

Full power public television broadcast service by viay of a KVPT transmit­
ter to Bakersfield/Kern County, Calfornia will extend to the scut~ern

border of the San Joaquin Valley a local, full-power publlC telecc~unica­

tions service represent~r:g educational (ie: Ir.structioncl Television,
G.LD. prograrrming, etc.), social, cultural, economic and geographic
u~ity. The concerns of the San Joaquin Valley are unique to the region
anc can not adequately be addressed through the public telev:sion med~a by
any other established station. Kern County res~dents have the advantage
of being culturally enr~ched by such PBS offeri~gs as "Great
Performances", "L ~ve at the ~let"; and of be" ng educationally enriched
through Instructional Television (over-the-air - as discussed in 1I0bjec­
t~ves" above), G.LD. ~tudies, childrens' prcgrarr.ming, and much more;
and of having local needs acdressed by way of such KVPT offerings as "San
Joaquin Illustrated ll

, IIConsumer L~ne", "Valley Press", "The Practical
Gardener" (which speaks to garden~ng specifically for the Sari J0dljuin
Valley area); and live local forums addressing rratters such as legal
problems, family issues, and local/state issues facing residents of the
Valley. KVPT has also been involved in jOint cutreach programs for issues
concerning the area with other media and service agencies: IE: "Babies
at Risk ll and "San Joaquin Crackdown" (on drugs/alcohol). Kern County
med~a and service agencies would also have the advantage of assisti~g

their citizens and becoming a part of such outreach projects with
KVPT transmission to their area.

The licensee of KVPT-TV (Valley Public TeleVision, Inc.), as the first
oreer of busir.ess ~her. assuming the license of KVPT in November 1987,
voted to prov~de first over-the-air service a~c exterd signal to Kern
