
1990. The show was basically a religious radio program which

took its theme from the title, ~, that believers should work

24 hours a day, seven days a week for the glory of God.

I had also appeared on various religious television

programs, including programs on Trinity Broadcasting Network as a

representative of Set Free church at various times between 1983

and 1990.

6. "Prior to his election. did Aguilar have any

relationship with Trinity. its officers. or its directors?" As

mentioned' above, I have appeared several times on Trinity

Broadcasting programming as a representative of my church. Norm

Juggert, who is Trinity's lawyer and a corporate officer, I

believe, ocassionally does legal work for Set Free on a volunteer

basis. In addition, Set Free Christian Fellowship, Inc. has

cooperated with Trinity in assisting Trinity's "Hls Hand

Extended" program for some time. "His Hand Extended" is a

program whereby donated food l clothing and other necessaries are

distributed to the needy. Since my church is located in an area

of Anaheim with a large number of needy people, Set Free for some

time has worked with Trinity in the collection and distribution

of food and clothing at the Set Free church. This relationship

dates back to 1984 or 1985.

Set Free volunteers also serve as phone counselors on

the TBN Prayer Line. This relationship has also gone on for

several years. Beginning in late 1987 Set Free and TBN
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formal ized their relationship somewhat. Every month Set Free

receives a payment of $5,000 from Trinity Broadcasting Network to

organize and transport 14 volunteer prayer counselors to the TBN

Counseling Center every day; to pick up contributions of foed,

clothing, etc., for distribution to the needy; to transport those

items to our church site and to oversee the distribution of these

necessaries to people in our community as part of "His Hand

Extended."

In addition, Set Free runs several houses in which

homeless, recovering alcoholics and drug addicts, battered women,

and other people in need of shelter are housed. Two of these

homes are owned by Trinity Broadcasting Network and are used by

Set Free to shelter the people it serves. The details of the

relationship are, 1 thin'x, pretty well spelled out in the

appl ic at ion for exemption from local property taxes which ~as

filed with Orange County. I have, attached that application as

Exhibit A.

Set Free uses the houses without cost pursuant to a

licensing agreement between TBN and Set Free. A copy of that

licensing agreement is attached as Exhibit B.

In 1989 Trinity gave Set Free the use of a large tract

of land and three houses in Colleyville, Texas for the same

purpose. Again, Set Free uses the property without cost pursuant

t~ a licensing agreement with 'I,'rinity which is included in

Exhibit C.
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Finally, in approximately 1989 Trinity again gave Set

Free the use of an old farmhouse and 160 acres in Otta\<.'a,

Illinois to house recovering drug addicts, etc. who are being

ministered to by Set Free Christian Fellowship, Inc. Although

Set Free has no formal licensing agreement with Trinity

concerning the Ot tawa property, we have worked under the

assumption that the same terms that were applicable to the

Anaheim and Colleyville properties are also appl icable to the

Illinois farmhouse and property.

7. ·Who originated the idea to aCQuire WTGI?" I have

beer. informed that a broker contacted Dr. Crouch. I don't really

know, I certainly didn't.

8. "How and by whom was the idea developed?" Curing

my first discussions with Mrs. Duff and Dr. Crouch concerni:'lg

NMTV we discussed the poss ible sale of the Midland-Odessa

television station so that NI~TV could expand by purchasing a

station in a larger market that served more people. Seve!:'al

different stations were discussed. I supported NMTV's expansion

and thought that acquiring a station in a larger market was a

good idea. I don't recall if Wilmington, Delaware or the

Philadelphia television market was specifically discussed.,-
Sometime later in 1990 Mrs. Duff and I discussed the

acquisition of WTGI during a telephone call. When I heard about

the proposed purchase I thought it was a good idea and I

expressed my support to Mrs. Duff. At an NMTV board meeting in
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January 1991 the WTGI acquisition was extensively discussed as

were the negotiations concerning the sale contract. The board

voted to authorize Mr. Crouch to attend a court session in

Wilmington to formally present NMTV's offer for the station. I

wasn' t present at the board meeting, but discussed the subject

with Dr. Crouch before the meeting and gave him my proxy.

9. "Who negotiated on behalf of National Minority the

terRs of the sale agreement?" I believe that Dr. Crouch,

primarily, with Krs. Duff's help, negotiated the terms of the

sale agreement. I did not.

10. Who supervised the preparation of National Minority's

Assignment application?" I am told that Mrs. Duff was

responsible for preparing NMTV's assignment application. I was

not, and did not review the application before it was filed.

11. Who prepares and supervises the preparation of other

National Minority Ap,plications?" I do not supervise or revie·",

any NMTV FCC applications. I believe Mrs. Duff does.

12. "Submit the minutes of any meetings of the Board of

Directors of National Minority that discussed the acquisition of

Station WTGI-TV. If t.he acquisition was not APproyed by A vote

of the board stAte why. and submit statements from all persons-_

that were involved "in the decision to acquire the ,tatioo. Those

.tatements should describe the decision making process and the

nature of the person" participation in it.- I hAve reviewed

· '. tn. minutes of the board meetings discussing the ,ale of the
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station. As far as the decision making process concerning the

acquisition of the station is concerned, from my point of view it

was very simple. When I first joined. NMTV's board there were

discussions of the sale of the Odessa-Midland station, which is

in a smaller TV market, and the acquisition of a station in a

larger market in which we could minister to more people. I liked

the idea of expanding NMTV'8 television ministry. We discussed-
several acquisition prospects, all of which seemed attractive.

At some time during 1990 I became aware that WTGI was

available for sale from a bankruptcy court. I was informed that

the stat.ion essentially serves the Philadelphia market .which I

knew was one of the larger television markets in the country. I

approved, and do approve of NMTV's efforts to extend its ministry

to as many persons as possible.

13. tlAre Duff and Aguilar involved in and aware of the

daily Activities of National Minority? If 80, describe the

specific ways they maintain their awareness and involvement,

e.g., what kind of corporate documents do they regularly.

review. II I am not involved in the day to day operation of

NMTV's business. Mrs. Duff, however, calls me on occasion to

bring me up to date on NHTV business, and I do review the minutes

of meetings, both those I Attend and those I do not Attend. I

also receive and review regular financial statements, and audited

financial statements when they are prepared by our Accountants.
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1. also speak with Dr. Crouch on a regular basis. As

previously mentioned, many members of my church are trained by

Trinity in production and camera work, church members serve as

prayer counselors and our church is heavy involved in the "His

Hand Extended" program.

Based on telephone. conversations with Dr. Crouch and

Mrs. Duff, and what I have learned at board meetings, I believe

Hrs. Duff is the person who primarily talks to our FCC counsel

and handles the day to day operational details of NMTV's

business.

14. -Haye Duff and Aguilar participated in the

formulation of policies regarding programming and personnel

practices at the proposed station?" I did not participate in

any "formulation" of programming or personnel policies for the

proposed Wilmington station. NMTV is an existing organization

that owned two stations when I became a director. One of the

reasons I became a director was because I believe one of N}1TV' 5

focuses is to hire minority group members as employees, and that

its basic programming ministry was to extend the religious

program ministry of Trinity Broadcasting Network to new areas. I

joined the board on the assumption that those policies would be

continued, and I support them.

15. "AI of September 13. 1991 what percentage of 'tation

funding will come from a bank loan And whot percentage will come

fropa contribut.ions from viewers?" As of right now, oIl of the._
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station funding will come from a loan. To date, I do not believe

NMTV has received any contributions designated for the purchase

of the Wilmington station.

If the station is acquired, a certain amount of

contributions that come from zip codes within the station's

service area will be credited against NMTV's obligations under

the loan.

In the future there may be other fund raising efforts

tha~ will be used to retire NMTV's obligations under the loan.

What percentage of the total sales price these contributions will

ultimately const~tute is unknown.

16. ·Who paid for and signed the checks for the $400,000

deposit and the $3.6 million escrow payment?" Al Brown and

Paul Crouch signed an NMTV check to acquire a $400,000 cashier's

check which was presented to the bankruptcy court. I am informed

the $400,000 was loaned to NMTV from Trinity.

The $3.6 million payment is the proceeds of a $4.0

million loan between N~TV and Trinity which I approved. Al Brown

and Charlene Williams signed the check.

17. "To yhlt extent do Duff and Aguilar ACQuire their

income from Trinity as employees or consultants, or from other

independent contracting agreements with Trinity?· I do not

obtain any income from Trinity personally, in any capacity, as an

employee, consultant, etc. I have never been compensated for my

appearances on TBN programming. NMTV directors are not
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compensated for the-ir services, although they can be reimbursed

for certain expenses. I have never requested any reimbursement,

however.

As noted in my response earlier, however, Set Free

Christian Fellowship, Inc., a church which I founded and which I

am the pastor of, receives $5,000 per month from Trinity to help

administer the "His Hand Extended It program, works with Trinity

personnel in the training of our church staff in video and audio

program production, and has licensing agreements with Trinity for

various properties for which it does not pay.

18. NAre any or,all of NKTY's officers employees.

independent contractors or otherwise affiliated with Trinity?­

To my knowledge, all of NMTV's officers and directors, with the

exception of me, have some formal connection with Trinity. I

know Dr. Crouch is the president of Trinity Broadcasting Network

and a member of its board of directors and that Mrs. Duff is an

assistant to Dr. Crouch. I have been told what capacities our

other officers and directors occupy with Trinity, such as

Charlene Williams and Matt Crouch, but do not really know that

information.
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19. -Describe the specific duties Mrs. Duff performs with

Trinity. • I do not know what Mrs. Duff's specific duties are

with 'l'rinity.

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AfFIDAVIT OF P. JANE DUFF

I, P. Jane Duff, being duly sworn, hereby affirm that the

following responses to the letter of the Federal Communications

Commission dated September 13, 1991 to National Minority TV, Inc.

are true and correct to· the best of my knowledge and belief.

1. -According to the pleadings. in the June 9, 1991

edition of the 'Orange County Register,' Aguilar is guoted as

stating that he is merely a 'figurehead,' presumably for Trinity

or Crouch; in the National Minority organization. your response

to that guestion is specifically requested. - Rev. Aguilar can

best respond to that on his own.

2. -Describe the circumstances that led to David

Espinoza's replacement by Aguilar. - David Espinoza had been a

regular and diligent board member for NMTV for some years. Rev.

Espinoza kindly volunteered a great deal of his time and assisted

me in many ways on NMTV matters. However, Rev. Espinoza is also

the pastor of two growing churches which tpke a great deal of his

time. I know that Rev. Espinoza also had several spells of ill

health during 1988 and 1989.

I believe in the latter part of July or early August

1990 I received a phone call from Rev. Espinoza asking that I

meet with him to discuss his resignation as a member of the NMTV

board. He explained that he had to travel a good distance to

attend meetings and that he simply could not spare the time to

serve on the NKTV board. A board of directors meeting of NMTV

was convened within two or three weeks after Rev. Espinoza's

letter was received at which his resignation was accepted with



thanks for the many years of service that he had given NMTV's

ministry.

3. "Describe the process by which Aguilar was elected as

a replacement board member." Following the receipt of Rev.

Espinoza's letter I had a telephone conversation with Paul Crouch

concerning a possible replacement on the board of directors. We

discussed several candidates for the board, and I may have

suggested Rev. Aguilar. I knew of Rev. Aguilar from his role with

the "His Hand Extended" program, as well as his church's work in

TV production. I had also heard Rev. Aguilar on KYMS, Santa Ana,

California. I knew that Rev. Aguilar's church had a large number

of minority group members, particularly Hispanics, and that it had

done a great deal of good with members of minority groups who had

problems with drugs and alcohol. I thought Rev. Aguilar would

bring us a valuable and unique perspective and help us better

reach out to minorities, generally.

After some discussion I told Dr. Crouch that I would

invite Rev. Aguilar to become a member of the board of directors

of NMTV. I believe I was the person that called Rev. Aguilar to

extend the offer to him. During the call I explained NMTV's

ministries and purposes to him, and asked him if he would serve

on the board. He consented to do so.

We had an NMTV board meeting on August 15, 1990 which

Rev. Aguilar attended with his son. At that board meeting we
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accepted Rev. Espinoza's resignation, with regret, and elected

Rev. Aguilar in his place.

5. "Did Aquilar have any prior experience in

broadcasting?" I knew that Rev. Aguilar's church staff

included people who were involved in video and audio tape program

production, and that Trinity technical people were helping train

the church staff and members. Moreover, Set Free had recently

finished the production, with TBN's help, of an hour long special

on its ra:ther unique ministry, which was broadcast on KTBN.

Members of TBN' s technical staff were involved in training

members of the church in audio and video production techniques.
-~

6. "Prior to his election, did Aguilar have any relation-

ship with Trinity, its officers, or its directors?" Rev. Aguilar

had appeared on various Trinity programs as a representative of

his church. In addition, for some time, I believe dating back to

1984 or 1985, Set Free had assisted Trinity in its "His Hand

Extended" program, where food, clothes and other goods for the

-- needy are collected. The donated goods were usually sent to

Trinity's offices, which are located in an industrial park where

there are few needy people and which is not accessible easily.

Set Free's church, however, is located in a rougher

area where there are a lot more needy people to whom the goods

could be distributed. Moreover, we knew that Set Free had for

some time been doing marvelous work, not only in preaching the

gospel, but in helping drug addicts and alcoholics reform their
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lives, in saving bikers and ex-convicts, and in reaching out to

provide food, clothing and shelter for the homeless.

Trinity for some time, I believe since 1984 or 1985,

has used Set Free church volunteers to help distribute donated

goods, and has used the Set Free Christian Fellowship's church as

the site for the distribution of these donated goods.

In late 1987 the relationship became more formal and

TBN actually began paying Set Free for the church's services in

picking up and transporting the goods to the various distribution
..-

centers, and in overseeing the distribution of the goods to the

needy. Since late 1987 Set Free has received $5,000 a month for

assisting with the "His Hand Extended" program and for

transporting 14 volunteers a day to Trinity's counseling center

to serve as telephone prayer partners.

Set Free church volunteers are a significant part of'

TBN's telephone ministry, and a large number serve daily as

telephone prayer partners on our prayer line. Our prayer line is

available 24 hours a day to answer prayer requests, provide

spiritual counseling, and to assist callers with physical or

emotional problems to find appropriate medical or other help.

Set Free volunteers have helped us with prayer partners for many

years.

In addition, Trinity allows the Set Free Christian

Fellowship to use a house which was donated to Trinity located in

Anaheim" to house members of it's ~hurch, the homeless and
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recover ing drug addicts and alcoholics. TBN has allowed the

church to use the house at no cost since the mid-1980's. I

believe that TBN and Set Free have a licensing agreement covering

the use of the house, but that Set Free is not charged for the

use of the house.

In addition, TBN also allows Set Free to use, without

cost, three houses and some property in Colleyville, Texas and an

old farmhouse and 60 acres in Ottawa, Illinois. Again, the

Colleyville property was made available for Set Free's use in

1989, and they have, I believe, signed a licensing agreement

covering the property. Again, the property is made available for

Set Free's use at no cost to the ministry.

I do not believe that Set Free and TBN signed a formal

licensing agreement with respect to the Ottawa property, but we

believe the property is being used for the same purposes and

under the same terms as the other two properties. Again, TBN is

not charging Set Free for the use of the property.

7 . ·Who originated the idea to acguire WTGI?· During

the early fall of 1990 Dr. Crouch told me that he had received a

telephone call from Jim Gammon, whom I knew to be a television

broker. Dr. Crouch told me that Jim told him that a UHF

telephone station, WTGI, was available for sale from a bankruptcy.

court, and that the station was in a large (Philadelphia)

television market.
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Sometime during the early f'all, I believe it was in

September, I called Rev. Aguilar and mentioned to him that NMTV

was interested in acquiring a station in the Philadelphia market.

At his first board meeting, Rev. Aguilar took part in discussion

at which we discussed the sale of the Midland-Odessa station, and

of NMTV's desire to acquire a station in a larger television

market through which we could reach more people. Rev. Aguilar

was enthusiastic about the prospect of expanding NMTV's ministry

at that .first board meeting, and, if my memory serves me

correctly, was enthusiastic when I mentioned the prospect of

acquiring WTGI-TV to him on the telephone.

As I mentioned, Paul did most of the· negotiations of

the contract with Jim Gammon, with the help of communications

counsel. Dr. Crouch discussed the negotiations with me as did

communications counsel. The actual negotiations, however, were

conducted by Dr~ Crouch.

8. -Bow and by whom was the idea developed?- See my

response to 7 above, which I believe covers this question.

9. ·Who negotiated on behalf of Rational Minority the

terms of the sale agreement? - Paul Crouch was primarily

involved in negotiating the terms and conditions of the sale

agreement with Jim Gammon, the broker. . The final draft of the

agreement was signed by me. Paul had known Jim Gammon for

sometime, in fact, J 1m had represented Paul for over ten years,

and Trinity or affiliated organizations had purchased other
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
