Key Chain, Inc. ("Key Chain"), licensee of WKRY(FM), Key

west, Florida, hereby notifies the Commission and the parties

hereto of its withdrawal of consent to relocate WKRY in

connection with the Joint Comments and Counterproposal

("_Joint Counterproposal") submitted by Amaturo Group, Ltd.,

licensee of WPBZ(FM}, Indiantown, Florida; WSUV, Inc.,

licensee of WROC(FM), Fort Myers Villas, Florida; Glades

Media Company, licensee of WAFC-FM, Clewiston, Florida; and

GGG Broadcasting, Inc., permittee of WJBW(FM), Jupiter,

Florida (collective y, the "Counterproponents"), in the

proceeding referenced above.

On February 17 1995, Counterproponents submitted the

Joint Counterproposal, which proposed, inter alia, to

sUbstitute Channel ~81C for Channel 284C at Big Pine Key and

modify the license Jf WWUS(FM), Big Pine Key, Florida,

accordingly. The change to WWUS required the consent of Key

Chain to relocate the transmitter for WKRY to eliminate

potential IF interference. Key Chain, approximately one day .l.)d... ~
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after being contacted by Counterproponents regarding this

proceeding, granted its consent, based upon certain

assurances that the relocation would not likely have an

adverse impact on the operation of WKRY. As detailed in the

attached letter of Joel Day, president of Key Chain, to

Counterproponents, based upon a detailed engineering analysis

Key Chain has concluded to the contrary, that their proposal

presents an unacceptable risk to WKRY. Therefore, Key Chain

has withdrawn its consent to the relocation of WKRY in this

proceeding.
