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This is to advise that Whitney Hatch, Gail Polivy and I from GTE met with Richard
Metzger, Sheritie Ismail and Neil Fried of the Common Carrier Bureau on June 27, 1996
to review the GTE position with respect to rate integration for the Micronesian
Telecommunications Corporation (MTC). The material discussed is contained in the ex
parte letter filed June 20, 1996 in this matter by Gail Potivy of GTE.

I agreed to obtain data on revenue per minute for caUing between the mainland U.S. and
the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands (CNMI). From the 1994 International
Traffic Data Report filed with the Commission by AT&T, the billed revenue per minute to
the CNMI averaged $1.62. From the data filed in the GTE annual price cap filing, the
average undiscounted rate per minute for MTC in 1995 for calls from the CNMI to the
mainland was $1.58. When discounts are included, the billed revenue per minute
averaged $1.55 in 1995. Additional discounts went into effect in March, 1996 which will
drop the average price per minute to approximately $1.30 for MTC. The 1994 traffic
report for IT&E Overseas indicates its average revenue per minute was $1.18.
