From November 7 to 9, 1997, Commissioner Susan Ness and Regina Keeney, Peter Pappas,
Kathy O’Brien and Jeanne Gellman of the Commission’s International Bureau participated in
a conference, hosted by the Annenberg Center of the University of Southern California in Los
Angeles, that focused on international settlement rate reform. The conference brought
together senior government officials and telecommunications regulators from around the world
as well as representatives of multilateral institutions, academia and the private sector.
