The purpose of our meeting was to discuss the routing of 0- and
00- calls and issues related to providing the option of rate quotes to callers using those dialing
patterns. While MCI foresaw no technical impediments to providing this option, it did point out that
because such calls can originate from any presubscribed line, proper ii digits would consistently have
to be transmitted from originating lines to distinguish aggregator from other locations.
