SUMMARy OF PRESENTATION

ADC is a leading global supplier of voice, video, and data systems for telephone, cable
television, Internet, broadcast, wireless and private communications networks. ADC products
and systems perfonn critical functions that ensure the quality and reliability ofbroadband
networks throughout the world.
