Dear Ms. Dortch:

On December 3, Rick Kaplan, Erin Dozier and the undersigned of the National
Association of Broadcasters (NAB) met with Bill Lake, Kalpak Gude, Julissa
Marenco and Hillary DeNigro of the Media Bureau to discuss broadcast ownership.
We briefly reiterated NAB'’s positions as expressed in previous comments in the
above-captioned proceedings. We stressed the continuing difficulties television
broadcasters face in innovating and even competing effectively due to the widely
disparate structural regulations imposed on television stations but not their
competitors.

More specifically, we focused on the differing economics of television broadcasting
in medium and small markets, and pointed to our earlier comments discussing the
special competitive challenges facing local stations in these markets, including their
limited resources for providing local news.! Given ever-increasing competition to
locally-oriented outlets from regional, national and even international outlets and
content, we noted the need to think more creatively about localism and how to
promote it in today’s marketplace.

Finally, NAB reaffirmed its commitment to finding meaningful ways to promote
diversity, observing that effectively promoting diversity in broadcast and other
communications industries will require new approaches. We reiterated that NAB is
willing to work with the Commission and other interested parties to creatively
promote diversity.
