Dear Ms. Dortch,

On Thursday, January 15, Steve Simmons, Chairman of Patriot Media, spoke by telephone with
Tom Wheeler, Chairman of the Federal Communications Commission, to discuss this
proceeding.

During that call, Mr. Simmons explained that it would be unduly burdensome to subject
broadband service to common carrier regulatory requirements. Mr. Simmons further explained
that common carrier regulation is not necessary to ensure net neutrality, and urged Chairman
Wheeler not to take this step.

Mr. Simmons also noted his concern that programmers involved in disputes with video providers
who are also broadband providers sometimes prevent customers of those providers from
accessing programmers’ websites. This practice, he explained, is inconsistent with the principles
of net neutrality. Broadband customers should enjoy access to all broadband content, and should
not suffer if their broadband provider is in a legitimate commercial dispute with a programmer.
