Dear Ms. Dortch: 

On January 20, 2015, Todd Crandall of West Kentucky and Tennessee 
Telecommunications Cooperative (“WK&T”), and John Kuykendall and Steve Meltzer of 
JSI (collectively, “WK&T representatives”) met separately with Nicholas Degani of 
Commissioner Pai’s office and with Travis Litman of Commissioner Rosenworcel’s office.  
On January 21, 2015, WK&T representatives met with Rebekah Goodheart of 
Commissioner Clyburn’s office.  On January 22, 2015, WK&T representatives met by 
telephone conference with Pamela Arluk, Victoria Goldberg, Greg Haledjian and Tom 
Parisi of the Wireline Competition Bureau.  The subject of discussion was the WK&T 
Petition for Limited Waiver of the Commission’s intercarrier compensation revenue 
recovery rules, specifically the 2011 Rate-of-Return Carrier Base Period Revenue.1

Meeting participants explained that WK&T was unable to include all of the revenues that it 
was entitled to include in its baseline due to a billing omission that occurred during the time 
period used to calculate the baseline.  The Company was able to rectify the billing 
omission, bill and receive payment.  However, the Company had to seek waiver of the 
March 31, 2012 deadline in order to include the amount in its baseline.  The participants 
then discussed that the petition for waiver has been pending for over two years and asked 
what could be done to expedite action.
