Your letter dated February 13 did not include a reply address, so | hope this letter sent
to the main FCC address gets routed to you promptly.

Subsequent to our phone conversation, we were requested by the national program
producer to pull our broadcast of Words of Peace from the air. Apparently they are
going to rejoin the broadcast world via a more broadly received commercial channel and
we are redirecting our efforts to support that effort. We have already terminated our
broadcasts on WYMA-40 and no longer have any need for an FCC Exemption.

As | told you on the phone, the most recent episodes of Words of Peace we received
from the national producer did have Closed Captioning (CC) and we are certain that any
future episodes will also include captioning. Further, we also locally now know how to
develop and merge captioning into broadcast materials. Thus, if at any future time we
do return to the air locally, we can and will do so with CC included.

We wish to thank the FCC for granting us the extra time we needed to learn how to do
CC on our budget. And since we now can be certain CC will be included in any future
broadcasts we undertake, we do hereby withdraw our Petition for Closed Captioning
Exemption.
