COMMENTS OF DIRECTV, LLC

DIRECTV, LLC (“DIRECTV”) hereby files these brief comments in response to the 

Media Bureau’s Public Notice1 regarding a report related to “orphan counties” required by the 

new satellite television legislation.2  DIRECTV has long supported legislation to address the 

problem of so-called “orphan counties” with no in-state local broadcast stations, and welcomes 

efforts by Congress and the Commission to increase options for subscribers in such counties.

DIRECTV comments here solely to provide information relevant to any consideration of 

“alternatives” to the Designated Market Areas (“DMAs”) on which broadcast local markets are 

now based.3  DIRECTV has designed the satellite spot beams with which it provides local 

service to cover existing DMAs.  It cannot provide service to DMA “alternatives,” regardless of 

what other merits they might have.

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 By way of background, DIRECTV carries all of its national programming on satellite 

beams that cover the entire contiguous United States (“CONUS”).  It cannot as a practical 

matter, however, use CONUS capacity to provide local broadcast channels.4  As the Commission 

has found, “for satellite carriers, the capacity used for local channels is separate from the 

capacity used for national channels and the two are generally not interchangeable.”5  Thus, “to 

carry a local channel on a transponder designated for CONUS service would be particularly 

inefficient as that channel could only be permissibly viewed in a single DMA.”6

 DIRECTV instead uses spot beams to offer local channels.  Spot-beam technology 

divides up a portion of the bandwidth available to a satellite into beams that cover limited 

geographic areas.  Doing so allows particular sets of frequencies to be reused many times.  This 

spectral efficiency unlocked the potential for satellite carriers to offer local broadcast signals in 

the late 1990s, and it enables them to offer local service today.

Because local markets have traditionally been defined by statute and Commission rules in 

terms of DMA boundaries, DIRECTV has designed its spot beams based on the existing pattern 

of DMAs.  Moreover, spot-beam coverage is fixed on all of the satellites DIRECTV uses to 

provide local service, which typically operate for 15 to 20 years after launch.  DIRECTV cannot

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effectively enlarge the area served by a spot beam without reducing the number of stations the 

beam carries; nor can it move a spot beam without obviously unacceptable consequences.7

Thus, as a practical matter, DIRECTV can provide local service only if “local markets” 

are defined in terms of DMAs.  DIRECTV cannot reconfigure its satellites to provide such 

service if, for example, Congress were to create new “local markets” based on political 

subdivisions.  This, along with the lack of additional capacity on its spot beams, is why 

DIRECTV has largely proven unable to carry statewide networks of public television stations, as 

Congress permitted it to do 2010.8  Moreover, changing future satellites to comply with DMA 

“alternatives,” would, at a minimum, render billions of dollars of existing satellites essentially 

useless and impose significant additional costs and consumer disruption to redesign and re-

optimize DIRECTV’s spot beam patterns.  

Again, DIRECTV appreciates efforts to provide more options to subscribers in orphan 

counties.  Such efforts, however, should permit satellite carriers to bring additional programming 

to subscribers in such counties where technically feasible, rather than changing the boundaries of 

existing local service and disrupting service to millions of Americans.

7  DIRECTV now carries some local markets on its SPACEWAY satellites, which can move spot 
beams.  Moving spot beams, however, by definition entails eliminating service to some in order to 
provide it to others.  Moreover, DIRECTV launched the D14 satellite last year, which is in the 
process of replacing local service on the SPACEWAY satellites.  This new satellite, just like all 
DIRECTV satellites other than SPACEWAY, cannot move individual spot beams.  They can slightly 
adjust the entire array of spot beams on the satellite simultaneously.  This, of course, would disrupt 
service across dozens of markets, and negate DIRECTV’s efforts to optimize population coverage.
