On June 17, 2015, Eric Loeb, James Talbot, Carol Bourdette, Angela Farren and I, all of
AT&T, met with Denise Coca, Jodi Cooper, Howard Griboff, Cathy Hsu and David Krech of the
International Bureau to discuss the above-mentioned proceedings. Kimberly Cook, Cara
Grayer, Sumita Mukhoty and Irene Wu of the International Bureau participated via conference
call.

During the meeting we discussed recent developments following the dissolution of the
International Clearing House (ICH) mechanism in Pakistan and expressed support for the
removal of the Stop Settlement Payment Order on the U.S.-Pakistan route.

With regard to the 43.62 reporting requirements, we discussed the challenges associated with
the aggregation of affiliate entities that can be consolidated into a single entity's filing, and that the
aggregation of these entities is burdensome and places significant additional time and headcount
constraints on the reporting process.
