Public, Education, and Government (PEG) cable access channels are an integral part of community engagement. At Loudon County Community Cable TV3 (channels 193and 194) we provide residents in Loudon County, Tennessee, with a window into their local government. Our programming features County Commission, Lenoir City and Loudon City Council meetings as well as the Loudon County and Lenoir City School Board meetings, allowing citizens to monitor representatives and understand the issues taking center stage in local governance.   We also provide the ability for organizations to share information through the use of PSA’s.  On a regional basis we air the proceeding of the Oak Ridge National Labs Citizens Advisory Board meetings. 


[bookmark: _GoBack]Our relationship with cable broadband providers is critical to our ability to reach as many viewers as possible. This is demonstrated as one of the area served, Tellico Village had a cable system that predated the Charter acquisition that had its own community channel. As a result Charter continued to air that channel and placed the Loudon County Community Channel TV3 programming on a separate channel in Tellico Village.  We have had the pleasure of working with Charter Communications over the years, and believe the company's pending merger with Time Warner Cable and Bright House Networks would only renew its commitment to regional interests and support for local programming.

Our experience with Charter has been very positive. The company has responded quickly to technical and administrative issues and has cooperated well on our recent channel migration. We know that Time Warner and Bright House also have a long history with PEG channels that include programming to highlight local leaders. We are impressed with their work and confident New Charter would only improve upon these existing relationships.

Charter has proven to be a great partner through quick responses and investments in areas like digital technology. We believe New Charter would continue to support PEGs, and we urge you to approve the merger.
