On, May 18, Scott Freiermuth and Mike Ellis with Sprint Corporation
(“Sprint”) hosted a conference call with Eliot Greenwald, Bob Aldrich and
Darryl Cooper from the he Federal Communications Commission, Consumer
and Governmental Affairs Bureau - Disability Rights Office (the “Bureau”). The
purpose of the conversation was to discuss the Internet Protocol Relay (“IP
Relay”) rate which the TRS Fund Administrator has proposed to reduce from
$1.37 to $1.2122. Sprint expressed it concerns with this significant rate
reduction which impacts Sprint’s ability to invest and make improvements to
the service.
