Disbursed Funds Recovery Explanation:

During a Payment Quality Assurance (PQA) review, it was determined that E-rate Program funds
were improperlydisbursed for FRN 2235338. Specifically, the applicant, Nova Charter School failed
to pay its non-discounted share of the costs of the E-rate eligible services and equipment received
for FRN 2235388 to the service provider, ADI Engineering, Inc. FCC rules require that applicants
must pay their non-discounted portion of the products or services purchased with Universal Service
discounts. Applicants that fail to pay the non-discounted portion of costs more than 90 days after
completion of services have violated this rule. In addition, Nova Charter School did not provide
sufficient documentation to support that the funds received from USAC were for eligible goods and
services that were approved for funding. USAC notes that Nova Charter School provided certain
cancelled checks during the PQA review to support payment of its non-discounted share of costs,
but the services that were paid were not eligible, approved E-rate services and equipment.
Accordingly, USAC will seek recovery of improperly disbursed funds in the amount of $337,951.06
from the applicant, Nova Charter School.

It is understood that payment quality assurance is an important function and goal of the
valuable services provided by the federal government, the FCC and USAC in the assistance to
schools for their desperately needed internet and communication equipment. Unfortunately, we
do not operate in a perfect world and unusual and unfortunate circumstances occur which make
for unusual and unfortunate results. Certain realities make the usual and customary process and
procedures impracticable if not impossible. Unusual economic circumstances may compound the
situations and exacerbate the unusual and unfortunate circumstances which mandate unusual and
unfortunate results. All things being equal, the usual and customary would be the norm and will



result in the expected outcome. This is not the case.

Nova Charter School (Nova) began the process to develop and build a campus on
Prichard road in an impoverished area of Dallas, Texas known as Pleasant Grove. Pleasant Grove
desperately needs the type and quality of services for its children provided by Nova. The process
began in early 2008 with the acquisition of land and the design services to develop the Prichard
Campus. As Nova delved deeper into the project, the economic situation deteriorated rapidly to a
degree not seen in many a year. It was commonly known and acutely so by construction entities
that the funds available for real estate projects dried up and in most cases was non existent.
Contractors and subcontractors were squeezed to the breaking point and the pain felt was passed
on to the principals. 

Nova was the principal and their contractors and subcontractors failed to pay for supplies
and even resorted to double billing and direct billing for services provided by others. It was clear
that ADI Engineering, Inc., (ADI) was responsible for the E-rate installation during construction
of the Prichard campus and CMC Network Solutions, LLC (CMC) was a subcontractor to ADI. It
was due to circumstances beyond Nova’s control that CMC began to invoice Nova directly for
the services it provided the contractor ADI. See attached Exhibit “1" incorporated herein as
though set forth fully and verbatim for all purposes.

Nova sought to remedy some of the issues between the contractors and subcontractors but
was instructed Region 12 personnel that the issues between the contractors and subcontractors
was nat an issue for which it was involved. See attached Exhibit “1-A" incorporated herein as
though set forth fully and verbatim for all purposes.

Nova experienced extreme difficulty in responding to requests for information regarding
the invoicing and payments for E-rate equipment and installation due to the difficulties between
the ADI and CMC. Invoices for E-rate equipment installed in the Prichard campus were issued
by the subcontractor CMC rather than the contractor ADI. See attached Exhibit “2"
incorporated herein as though set forth fully and verbatim for all purposes.

The confusion caused by the contractor and subcontractor created numerous problems for
Nova in trying to determine who was responsible for and entitled to what exactly in relation to
the E-rate funds. See attached Exhibit “2-A" incorporated herein as though set forth fully
and verbatim for all purposes.

Nova tried to relate the invoices from CMC to ADI and vice versa. Nova was acutely
aware of the fact that CMC delivered the E-rate equipment that was actually installed in the
Prichard campus as noted by Ms. Loretta Freeman on October 4, 2011. See attached Exhibit “2-
B" incorporated herein as though set forth fully and verbatim for all purposes.

Nova went to the extreme remedy of entering into certified and notarized agreements by
and between ADI and its subcontractors to guarantee payments to complete the Prichard campus.
Nova provided this information to USAC in an attempt to show it paid its ten (10%) percent as
required. See attached Exhibit “3" incorporated herein as though set forth fully and
verbatim for all purposes.



Nova provided substantive information to USAC regarding the expenditures made on
behalf of ADI to simply accomplish the task of completing the Prichard campus to create a safe
and functional school for the children of Pleasant Grove. This information and effort was
summarily dismissed and discounted by USAC. See attached Exhibit “3-A" incorporated
herein as though set forth fully and verbatim for all purposes.

The extent to which Nova suffered in developing a fully functional, beautiful campus is
easily quantified to this date. Nova provided over $47,526.53 in direct payments made to ADI
subcontractors. Additionally, Nova paid the City of Dallas $151,246.00 due to the failure of ADI
to complete the landscaping and tree mitigation. In total, Nova paid at least $198,772.53 in
dealing with the failure of its contractor to fully, properly and adequately compensate its
subcontractors. See attached Exhibit “3-B" incorporated herein as though set forth fully and
verbatim for all purposes.

Sadly, the trials and tribulations of Nova does not end here. Nova has been sued by CMC
under Cause No. DC-14-07309, in the 162  Judicial District Court of Dallas County; by Joelnd

Electrical Services, LLC under Cause No. DC-15-02872, in the 95  Judicial District Court ofth

Dallas County; by Don Telecom and Computer Services under Cause No. DC-15-02875, in the
191  Judicial District Court of Dallas County.st

Moreover, the main culprit in this debacle, ADI, filed for bankruptcy protection on May
11, 2015, prior to the June 15, 2015, notice by USAC of the violation of program rules and
attempt to recover improperly disbursed funds under Cause No. 15-32062-hdh in the United
States Bankruptcy Court, Northern District of Texas. See attached Exhibit “4" incorporated
herein as though set forth fully and verbatim for all purposes.

The truth of the matter is the funds disbursed were for a proper purpose and Nova more
than paid its ten (10%) percent. A hyper technical look at the super complex and unusual
circumstances and economic realities may lead to the conclusion reached by USAC but the
conclusion should be changed to reflect the harsh realities of the situation and circumstances
viewed in the proper light. Nova’s Prichard campus received all of the E-rate equipment and
services required. The purpose of the E-rate program have been met and the reason for the FCC
initiative, the provision of internet and communication for our children has been accomplished.
Not perfectly but admirably!

Nova Charter School respectfully requests that the FCC and USAC realize and recognize
the facts of this case and reconsider its decision to further punish Nova when Nova has earned
and deserves kudos for a job well done despite seemingly insurmountable odds stacked against
them.
