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We have just received a letter from SLD citing FCC rules and stating that our request
for waiver of the Application Window was not considered.

I am attaching the original request for a waiver, along with supporting documentation.
The Governor's School for Global Economics and Technology, a rural entity serving
a rural area that is larger than the state ofConnecticut, is surely one ofthe schools for
which the original legislation is intended.

We request a waiver so that we may be considered in the initial window, for two
reasons:

1) We mailed our Form 470 as a certified letter, in good faith, on December 14.
We felt that the United States Postal Service would get the letter to SLD in
good time.

2) The 470 was not posted until December 29, 15 days after it way mailed
3) There were no subsequent errors that needed correction, so the only delay was

the USPS mishandling of the letter.
4) We submitted Form 471 28 days after the posting, as the law required.

However, this delay means the 471 was submitted outside the Application
Window.

5) The Form 471 included no new contracts, but only tariffed requests.

The tariffed requests are the bulk ofour telecommunications expenses. Serving 17
high schools with 4 different instructional sites, telephone and internet service is
critical to our operation. Our rural area is served by many small companies with no
competition, so additional cost is incurred by the need for many toll calls.

Because we mailed our application in good faith, because we are only requesting a
waiver for tariffed, non-competitive costs, because we fall within the guidelines for a
50% discount, and because $8000 (approximate amount of request) is a large part of
our budget, we request the waiver.
