First, it is currently impossible for filtering technology
alone to properly distinguish between allowed and non-allowed
content.  As a professional software engineer, I can assure
you that there will be both false positives and false
negatives.  Thus, the technology is both ineffective
and dangerous for this use.

Second, both the concept of filtering and the inevitable
false positives raise disturbing questions.

Libraries are the best and in some cases
the only way that economically disadvantaged people can
access the wealth of information available online.
