Street in downtown Covington. Whistlestop Days meetings are held on the
second Tuesday at noon and Weekend Marekt meetings are held on the
fourth Tuesday at noon. Anyone interested enought to attend is given an
equal say and allowed to vote on all issues.

The CCAC has adopted the following goals:

1. Forge a bond of cooperation between Covington's service groups
and it's citizens in order to plan and execute the Annual
Celebration - Whistlestop Days.
