This is to advise you, in accordance with Section 1.1206 of the FCC’s rules, that on
Wednesday, March 6, 2002, George L. Mahoney, General Counsel and Secretary of Media
General, Inc., John Feore of this firm, and I met with the following individuals regarding the
Comments and Reply Comments that Media General submitted on December 3, 2001, and
February 15, 2002, respectively, in the above-referenced dockets: Jane Mago, General Counsel;
Joel Kaufman, Office of General Counsel; and Paul Gallant, Special Advisor to the Bureau
Chief, Cable Services Bureau.

The discussion involved various issues raised in Media General’s Comments and Reply
Comments, including its experience in operating its co-owned commercial television stations,
newspapers, and Internet sites in Tampa, Florida and other markets; the company’s belief that the
content provided by its media outlets is consumer-driven and reflects the varying demographic
groups such outlets serve; Media General’s concern over recent cutbacks in local newscasts by
the television industry; the company’s view that repeal of the newspaper/broadcast cross-
ownership rule will enhance the delivery of local news and information; the increase in the
number of media outlets and the growth of new media sources, such as the Internet, since the
rule was adopted; the company’s belief that the rule does not advance diversity of viewpoint; the
factual information and empirical data in the record related to diversity and competition; and the
timing of the FCC Media Ownership Working Group’s review and analysis of that data and other
record material.
