Dear Ms. Deppen: 

This letter responds to your request, dated May 17, 2002, submitted on behalf of 
Keymarket Communications, LLC (Keymarket) for a waiver of the $850.00 fiscal year 
(FY) 2000 regulatory fee associated with Station WPQR(FM), Uniontown, Pennsylvania. 
Our records reflect that you have paid neither the $850.00 FY regulatory fee, nor the 
$2 12.50 late charge penalty for late payment of the regulatory fee for which you have 
been billed.’ 

In your request, you state that Keymarket “became [the] licensee of Station WPQR, now, 
Station WPKL(FM), . . . as of February 15, 2001 from court-appointed receiver Robert 
Slone, Esq.” You submitted court documents showing that Keymarket was not the 
licensee of Station WF’QR(FM) in September 2000 when the FY 2000 regulatory fees 
were due and that the station was in receivership at that time. The court records that you 
submitted supports your assertion that Keymarket was not the licensee of Station WPQR 
when the FY 2000 regulatory fees were due. We therefore find that Keymarket is not 
responsible for the FY 2000 regulatory fee. Further, even if Keymarket had been the 
licensee of Station WPQR(FM) when the FY 2000 regulatory fees were due, the evidence 
that you submitted showing that Station WPQR(FM) was in receivership at that time 
substantiates Keymarket’s claim of financial hardship and demonstrates good cause for 
waiver of the regulatory fee. See Implementation of Section 9 of the Communications 
Act, 10 FCC Rcd 12759, 12762 (1995) (evidence of bankruptcy or receivership sufficient 
to establish financial hardship for purposes of waiver of regulatory fees). We therefore 
grant your request for a waiver of the FY 2000 regulatory fee and we cancel the bill for 
payment of the late charge penalty associated with Station WPQR(FM).
