Chronology

On May 28, 1999, Bell Atlantic Corporation and GTE Corporation filed a Joint
Petition before the Virginia State Corporation Commission ("SCC") for Approval of
Agreement and Plan of Merger. In that petition, both companies agreed, upon
consummation of their merger, to expand local calling areas to include contiguous
exchanges both within and between their respective territories in the
Commonwealth of Virginia. The SCC, in its "Order Approving Petition™ dated
November 29, 1999, in Case No. PUC®90100, found this commitment to be
appropriate and ordered Bell Atlantic - Virginia, Inc. and GTE South Incorporated
to file their plan for expansion of their local calling areas. These plans were filed
with the SCC on July 21,2000, in a Joint Application to expand local calling (Case
No. PUC000204). Both companies have been implementing expanded local calling
in phases since that joint application was filed. On November 2, 2001 Verizon
Virginia (fk/a Bell Atlantic - Virginia, Inc.) and Verizon South (fk/a GTE South
Incorporated) filed an Application to implement expanded local calling between
those adjacent exchanges that are in different LATA's. For those exchanges whose
basic rates increase, the SCC ordered the companies to provide notice to customers
via direct mail. Exchanges whose rates did not change did not receive a public
notice. On May 3, 2002, the SCC issued an order approving ELCS for all
interLATA. routes in this application including the route between King and Queen
and Williamsburg.
