David Conn is Deputy General Counsel and Vice President, with McLeodUSA Incorporated 
in Cedar Rapids, Iowa, and has primary responsibility for public policy, state and federal regulatory 
affairs, and legal support for the telecommuncations operations of the company and its subsidiaries. 
McLeodUSA and its subsidiaries provide integrated competitive local and long-distance 
telecommunications services to business and residential customers in a target footprint of 25 states in 
central and western United States. As of December 3 1 ,  2001, McLeodUSA provided competitive 
local telephone service to over 450,000 customers, including over 230,000 residential customers.
